Rellics of Mngs who ruled 3,000 years
before the Christian era, together with
complaints of a chief of police writien; on
papyrus 2,000 years ago, are on display for
the first time in the Haskell museum of
the University of Chicago. The exhibition
is given by the Chicago Society of Eegyp-
tian Research, and ithe relics were gather-
ol last summer.

One of the relies is a flat gold bar,
thought to be the oldest piece of inscribed
jewelry in the world.
