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Cap. 132. Quebec Turnpike Loan. 14 & 15 Vier,

section of the said last mentioned Act, as far as the land of
Francois Lalrance, and thence in two diflerent directions, that
is to say, two miles in a north-easterly direction towards Lake
Beauport, and four miles and a half in a north-westerly direction
towurds the Township of Stoncham ; and sccondly, the road
leading past the Grist Mill belonging to the Government, in
the Parish of Ancienne Lorette, to the road between the
Scigniories of St. Gabriel and Gaudarville, from its junction
with the public road alrecady under the control of the said Que-
ﬁcf Turnpike Road Trustees for a distance of onc mile and a
alf.

II. And be it enacted, That in order 1o give cifect to the pro-
visions herein-above mentioned, and to those of the Act last
above-mentioned, it shall be lawful for the Quebee Turnpike
Road Trustees to raise, by way of Loan, a sum not exceceding
Fifteen Thousand Pounds Currency, and such Loun and the
Debentures which shall be issued in conformity with the pro-
visions of this Act, and all other matters relating to the said
Loan, shall be subject to the provisions of the Ordinance herein-
before mentioned relative to .the Loan authorized under the
said Ordinance : Provided nevertheless, that the rate of interest
1o be allowed under the authority of this Act shall in no case
exceed the ratc of six per centum per annum ; and that no
money shall be advanced out of the Provincial Funds for the
prupose of paying the said interest ; and all Debentures issued
under the authority of this Act, so far as regards the interest
payable thereon, shall take precedence and have priority of lien
on the tolls and other moneys which may come into the posses-
sion, and be at the disposal of the said Trustees, over the in-
terest payable on all Debentures which shall have been issued
upon the guaranice of the Province, or which shall hereafter
be issued by the said Trustees upon the guarantee of the Pro-
vinge, as well as to all claims {or re-payment of any sums of
mouey advanced, or to be advanced to the said Trustecs by
the Receiver General of this Province ; and the said Debentures
issued under this Act shall, as regards both the payment of the
interest and the principal thereof, rank after those issued under
the authority of the Act last above cited passed in the twelfth
year of Her Majesty’s Reign.

II. And be it enacted, That after the macadamizing of the
roads in the above-mentioned Statutes described, and of the
roads above-mentioned, it shall be lawful for the said Trustees
to apply any unexpended balance of the money to be raised
by the Loan provided by this Act, to the repairing and maca-
dumizing of the following roads, to wit: the yoad commonly -
called lo Route de la Misére or la Route Saint Jucques, from the
road on the northern bank of the River St. Charles to the
road leading to the Parish Church of 8t. Ambroise, and: the road:
recently ordered to be opened by the Municipal Council of the:
County of Quebee, between the Parish of Charlesbourg inthe
