“Students not familiar with the two 
organizations might be confused," he 
confessed.

Council's decision is backed by a le­
gal opinion, according to FitzPatrick.

“Our lawyer has advised us that we 
could cancel the referendum on CFS- 
Services by a vote of council,” he said.

FitzPatrick says a written notice to 
both CFS and CFS-Services will be set 
in the next week.

CFS-Services, a separate company 
from the political wing of the Canadian 
Federation of Students, operates a travel 
office and the Student Saver Card pro­
gram at UNB.

Each student pays out $1.50 a yeai 
from UNB SU fees to support company 
operations.
