In the msentime Seoretary
of State for Yar would be very grateful if he could be
informed as to Canadian Government's attitude towards such
& definite request if made. If it is not thought possible
to accede to sush a request then War 0ffice must make immediate
arrangements for replagcement of Jamaiecen troops should it be
