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far beyond the bounds of the Congregation ; the Primary 
Union of Toronto has been greatly stimulated by our 
Primary Superintendent, whilst the Adult Bible Class 
Movement has received much of its momentum from 

0 Mr. Ycigh's earnest service. The School has a fine
secretarial and library staff, and the music has shown 
considerable improvement since the orchestra, under
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Mrs. Ballant yne's leadership, was introduced to lead 
it. The contributions of the School to missionary 
objects since its inception amount to nearly SBI.fHIO, 
and the givings show no sign of diminution. The 
Communion Roll of the Congregation is replenished 
year by year by a considerable accession from the 
School, and there arc not lacking evidences of mutual 
sympathy and co-o|>cration between parents and 
teachers.
