Once a year, on thi day of 
atonement only, the High Priest — 
no one else could—entered the most 
holy place, with sprinkled blood and1 
incense, confessing k s own sins and 
the sins of Israel before God, .n the 
Shekina. on the Mercy Seat, 
here this sagred Ark was exposed and 
dishonored by David’s and Israel’s ir­
reverence ; drawn about by be ists and 
not carefully carried by men of God’s 
appointing. The Ark reminds us of 
God’s just judgment on the old urorld 
in Noah’s time, and of the way God 
saved his people from the Hood ; it 
was a type of our Saviour, the Lord 
Jesus Christ, who saves His people 
from their sins. T#e Ark contained 
the law on tables stone, covered by 
the blood sprinkled Mercy Seat, and 
pointed to the law giver, the law 
keeper and the law satisfier, Jesus 
Christ, who by His oym blood entered 
once for all and became our High 
Priest for ever. God defends this 
revelation of Himself through the 
Ark by the sudden judgment of death 
on Uzzah, as on Nidab and Abihu,
