s J New York, Mar. 9.—The record 
storm for a quarter of a century has 
driven seaward, after paralyzing rail­
road xservice, ruining wire communica­
tion, and disturbing public and private 
business. The weather man believes 
that Winter’s grip is broken, and tells 
us that warmer temperatures and rain 
are on the way.

Sixteen persons were reported dead 
in New York and city environs 
as a result of the storm. Four men 
were killed by trains while sweeping 
snow off the track, two of them being 
swept together from. the trestle over 
Jamaica Bay.

In Hackensack, N.J., a man was 
found frozen to death against a tele­
graph pole. His hands covered his 
ears, and he had turned his back to 
the wind as it swept from the north. 
He appeared to have lost his way in 
the blinding snow.

As regards the destruction of rail­
road service, which was more general 
and complete than operating officials 
ever remembered, the situation had 
measurably improved at midnight to­
night. The Pennsylvania and the Le­
high Valley resumed through service, 
and the New York Central reported 
mitigated conditions. For the first 
time in forty-eight hours railroad of­
ficials spoke cheerfully.

Nothing approaching the demolition 
of telegraph and telephone service 
was ever before known.

Rome, Mar. 10.—Violent disorders 
marked the second day of a general 
strike of 100,000 workmen in this city. * 
In one strike between the strikers and 
police, 30 persons were hurt. Fifteen 
were arrested. Nearly 20,000 soldiers, 
infantry and câvalry, are on duty 
throughout the city. J
