Notes from the Nova Scotia
Agricultural College.

In accordance with the legislation
for the encouragement of horse breed
ing passed by the Nova Scotia House
of Assembly in ig12, all stallions of
fered for public service in Nova Scotia
are required to be enrolled with the
Nova Scotia Departmedtfot Agricul
ture.  Up to the present time the en
rolment, including applications for
eorolment, is 220, but the number
should be considerably larger than
that. Ot this two hundred and
tweaty,76 horses are Pure Bred,76 are
Grades and 68 are either. Cross Bred
or Moungrel,

It the experfence of Nova Scotia
turng out the same as the experience
of other countries, the time will not
be long before the percentage of Pure
Breds will be very much larger than
it is now.

Thelaw in régard to the enrolment
of stallions was amended during the
past sessiob and for the year 1914
provision has been made for Optional
Inpsection for souudness, according
to which any owner ot a stallion
wishiag to bave his horse lnspected
can have this done and a certlficate
issued is accordance with the report
of the inspection by applying and by
payisg thie necessary fee to the De
partment of Agricalture,

The correspondence received at the
Department of Agriculture indicates
that the present-law is eudorsed by
the ieading horsemen of the Province
who evidently consider that it is a
step in the right direction, The
amended law, which will go into torce
fo 1914, will strengthen the present
one and will, it is auticipated, lead to
& marked improvement in horse
