MANUFACTURE OF DOLLS.

A Thriving Industry In England and 
Switzerland—-Dolls’ Eyes.

Dolls, like other toys, have gone 
with the times, and eve» as the ani­
mals in Noah’s ark have become al­
most artistic, and now tend to real 
skins, glass eyes and other luxuries in 
place of the yellow paint and blue 
spots of the antediluvian animals of 
our childhood, so the doll has risen in 
dignity and realism. Long ago dolls 
were chiefly imported into Great 
Britain from the Netherlands, and 
hence not an unusual name for a doll 
was a “Flanders baby." These Dutch 
and German dolls possessed perfectly 
round heads, a little stuck out nose, 
invariably, po/ted their black painted 
hair in the middle, pointed their toes, 
stuck out one thumb, and wero so cu­
riously jointed and articulated that 
every attitude they were made to as­
sume at the will and pleasure of their 
owner was of a mildly medieval sort

They are disappearing before the 
new race; still, though in England 
doll making has become a manufact­
ure, largo importations are yet made 
from tho countries on tho Rhine, from 
Franco and from Switzerland, where 
the industrious peonlo mako dolls all 
tho long winter when there are no 
tourists to bo guided up and down 
mountains. Tho villagers, osa rule, 
subdivide their labors; some carvo 
heads and bodies, others paint faces, 
and others arc manufacturers of arms 
and legs, while another group cut out, 
sew and put on tho dresses ; then the 
dealers come round, collect the scat­
tered members and have them put to­
gether in a wholesale way. All these 
dolls can bo made and imported at a 
cost far below tliat at which they could 
bo executed by band labor in Eng­
land. *

When, however, wo come to the rcr.1 
high class doll, tho aristocracy of tho 
nursery, so to speak, with beautiful 
pink waxen neck and fat, curved arms, 
with golden locks and real eyebrows 
and eyelashes round their largo lus­
trous orbs of dazzling beauty, we find 
tho English trade can bold its own. 
In London there are all sorts of doll- 
makers, workers in rags—end there is 
a certain charm in tho old rag doll, 
though slio cannot well bo counted 
among tho “upper ten” of her race- 
in wax, gutta percha, India rubber- 
in which there is a special trade in 
block dolls made for export to America 
to delight little ncgreescs—and com­
positions and papier moche of all

Here, too, there exists an economic 
division of labor, for wo have dolls’ 
head makers, leg makers, wig makers, 
eye makers, and eo forth; and re­
cently there lias been established a 
veritable dolin’ hospital, whereto can 
bo brought tho poor thing with a bat­
tered head or a disfigured nose, pro­
duced by tho incautious placing of 
dolly near tho fire to worm herself. 
Thither

Care for Literary Dram Drinking.
The habit of dram drinking, it is 

said, leads to fatty degeneration of the 
heart—i. o,, exccssivo fattening around 
tho heart and weak action of the heart 
in consequence. 8o, too, the habit of 
exciting novel reading leads to fatty 
degeneration of tho literary mind—

c., to an unhealthy and spasmodic 
c'ion of tho imagination and a gen­

eral v. v akening of tlio i>owcr of enter­
ing thoroughly into tho solid interests 
of real life.

So far as wo know, the only effective 
cure for this habit of literary dram 
drinking—a cure not always forth­
coming—Ls a moral shock of some 
kind which exposes tho hollowness of 
all these unreal interests and makes 
thorn appear artificial and melodra­
matic us they actually are. Tliat, how­
ever, is a cure which is an extremely 
painful one, almost cruel in its dis­
illusionizing power. There are, wo 
believe, some happier mortals who can 
euro themselves, as tho grocers’ shop 
boys are said to bo cured of their taste 
for sugar and raisins and cucli dainties 
by an early surfeit of them: but that 
is a kind of cure which it takes a very 
healthy mind to operate upon.

As a rule, even whore the surfeit de­
stroys tho zest of novel reading, it also 
leaves tho mind too languid to toko 
eagerly to plainer and more whole­
some food, and so at onoo destroys tho
filcasuro taken in tho poison, and 
caves tho mischief produced by it,—

Methods of Keeping Grapes.
E. P. Roe kept Catawba, Isabella,

IUcctriclty Cor Domcctio Purposes.
Professor Blyth, cf Glasgow, has 

boon experimenting with wind power 
to generate electricity for domestic 
purposes ; and it now looks as though 
there would bo no difficulty iu tho way 
of an electric light for our houses, 

i loom cities and from

however remote trom cities and from 
steam newer, or from water power. 
Ho used cn old fashioned four armed 
wind mill—a good deal less efficient 
than tho mills that cur western farm­
ers use for drawing water. Tho dy­
namo was belted directly to tho ily 
wheel of the mill, and charged twelve 
cells of a storage battery. Tho elec­
tric current produced was used for 
both mechanical and lighting pur­
poses. For light, ten eight candle 
power lamps wero supplied. Witho 
good breeze for half a day, electricity 
enough could bo stored for twclvo 
hours’ use, or say for two nights. 
Thcso experiments are invaluable ia 
tho way of helping on the economic 
and simple application cf electricity to 

lestic purposes.—Globe-Democrat.

A MINERAL CUR1Q8ITY (

^destructible Cloth and Materiel eC 
White It to Mateo.

“Do you see anything remarkable 
about this bX of cloth?" asked a Pitts­
burg gentleman, who has quite * col­
lection of curiosities, addressing his 
question to a Dispatch reporter.

That is a fragment of a
Siece of cloth woven in France, I 

on’t know how long ago. There was 
a time when it was thought that the 
making of asbestus cloth would be­
come an important industry, but so 
many difficulties were encountered br 
those who experimented with the stufc 
that very little was ever made, and such 
cloth is now a rare curiosity. The 
ancients wove this curious mineral 
substance into fabrics jvhich were 
used to wrap tho bodies of mummies.

“The name is applied to particular 
forms of various minerals, especially 
to certain varieties of hornblende ana 
pyroxene. The word is Greek, and 
means a substance indestructible by 
fire. It can be fused, however, but 
not readily. The fibrous varieties of 
asbestus are readily picked to 
with the fingers and foe 
like Qax.

The World’s Highest Bridge.
The Keystone Bridge company has a 

contract to erect at St. Paul n oridge 
which, it is said, will bo one of the 
highest in the world. Tho bridgo will 
extend from tho end of the oridge 
spanning tho Mississippi river ct St. 
Paul across a flat to tho top of a high 
bluff. There will bo about £0 spans, 4 
of which will bo £50 feet each in 
length, one about 170 feet and tho re­
mainder from 40 to 80 feet. Tho ends 
of tho spans will bo supported on tres­
tle bouts, somo of them bcivg 150 feet 
high. The bridge is to bo oi' iron and 
stool, and tho work will bo especially 
heavy.—Boston True Flag.

CauM-s of Cancer.
Dr. Mackenzie in his little book 

about the crown prince and his treat­
ment has u few pertinent words about 
the causes of cancer. Ho says :

“There can bo no question that the 
determining cause or its appearance is 
in many cases an injury, such as a 
blow, or u condition resulting from an 
iiyury, such as a scar, or the persist­
ent application to a particular spot of 
something that keeps the tissue in­
flamed and angry, such as a jagged 
tooth which chafes the tongue. Work­
ers in paraffine and petroleum are pe­
culiarly liable to cancer of the paris 
which are habitually exposed to the 
action of these substances. It is well 
known thutu particular form of cancer 
which formerly was common enough 
in England is now almost extinct, 
simply owing to the fact that the cause 
which produced it has ceased to exist 
When soot commanded a good price it

turally invoU’cd 
against tho skin, whereby irritating 
particles were rubbed into it, ana 
‘chimney sweep's cancer’was a fre­
quent result. Nowadays it does not 
pay to sift the soot, anu the disease to 
which it gave rise has disappeared.

“Among the causes of local irrita­
tion beat is certainly one of the most 
activa By far tho most common seat 
of tho malignant disease in men is the ^ 
mouth, which is more exposed than 
any other part of the body to irritation ' 
by hot substances. Every surgeon is 
familiar with this fact Whether it be 
a lower lip. on which the hot stem of 
a clay pipe or the smoldering paper of 
a cigarette has rested day after day, or 
a tongue exasperated by the frequent 
contact of acrid tobacco smoke, or the 
mouthpiece of a foul pipe, or made 
raw by ardent liquors, or stung and 
blistered by fiery condiments, the cause 
is essentially tho same—viz., the sear­
ing of tho superficial covering by pro­
longed heat jin some places, where 
hot brasiers are often applied to the 
abdomen and thigh, cancer of these 
ports is not uncommon, though all but 
unknown in either of these situation* 
elsewhere. ”->L L Holbrook, M. D.,•a Hitmlcl of Hmlth.
