BIG T0B1QITE MOOSE.

EXCITING EXPERIENCE CFA NOTED SPORTS. 
MEN IN HUNTING DIO GAME IN NEW

- BRUNSWICK.

Ain'.ng I he some» bat noted American 
sportsmen who hunted roooee in New 
Brunswick last season was Mr. K. H. 
Cook. Mr. Cook has racily described 
in Hunting and Fi-hiug in the following 
article.

Early in S.-ptember we left the Tobiqua 
river near Rdey brook, in New Bruns­
wick, bound to a locality where moose, 
caribou aud bear were reported to be 
numerous. Charles Barker, my guide, 
who was familiar with the country, to­
gether with three other men, went ahead 
of the horses and with their axes cut the 
fallen timber out ot the old logging road 
upon which we were travelling. On 
reaching the end of this road the horses 
were sent back, and from there we pack­
ed our outfit on our backs.

This part of our rout was not of the 
picnic order. Far from it. The 
weather was very warm j the flies were 
bitiug savagely and we were following no 
trail save an occasional moose trail that 
led in the desired direction. These many 
difficulties, however, led us to make the 
trip, as we were less likely to interfere 
with or be disturbed by other patties than 
in any region which could be reached by 
■auoe routes ot wood roads. On the day 
after arriving at our destination we sent 
our three men back.

At that time
THE MOOSE WERE STILL VISITING THE 

PONDS,
and a few days passed on which we did 
not set one or more of them. We set 
two bear traps, and on visiting them a 
few days afterwards we found a bear in 
each one. One of the bears was young, 
fat, and lie flesh was very good. Occas­
ionally we went to some lakn that were 
too far distaot to return the same day. 
Then Charlie Would rig up a shelter of 
poles thatched with birch bark, and this, 
when there was a roaring fire in front, 
waa a very good substitute for our tent. 
One day we jumped a number cf caribou 
Rain was falling and we were very close 
to them. I shot a bull, whose antlers 
looked large to me at the time, but which 
proved to be ouly fair.

A few days later, we got our third bear. 
All we needed was a good moose head to 
make up our variety of camp decorations 
complete. Meanwhile the month waa 
drawing to a close, so one night we iheld 
a council of war. We had aeensmore than 
twenty moose, some of them bulls that I 
had called out after the middle of the 
month, when they first began to answer, 
but only one of them had antlers large 
enough to satisfy me. So far we had 
only called by dayligh., but as the moon 
was almost full, and our time wee grow, 
ing short, we decided that no time when 
it was still enough to call should be wast­
ed. We resolved, therefore, to begin the 
vigorous campaign by gpiug to a lake 
about a mile distant on the following 
morning before daybreak.

AS MIGHT HAVE BEEN EXPECTED 
after euch good resolutions, it was long 
after dawn when we opened our eyes, hot 
we hurried away to the lake without 
waiting for bieakfaet. We were afraid 
the wind would rise before we could reach 
our chosen place, but it remained very 
•till and frosty, and the manner in which 
the sound from the birchbark horn echo­
ed back from the distant ridge indicated 
almost perfect conditions for calling.

A half hour, more or less, alter I first 
called we heard the answering "grunt of 
a Lull niooee. The eound came faintly, 
and from out aide of the lake, but far 
below the other end. He came right 
along, and I could hear him quite plainly, 
but whenever he halted and ceased grunt 
ing I encouraged him with the horn. 
Charlie, muffled up in hia overcoat with 
hie back against a log, bad been trying to 
take a nap, but at ihtfr time be became 
interested enough to predict that the bull 
was ‘ another leetle feller.* I thought to, 
too, but as the bull came nearer and the 
ciaahiug of bis horns against the bushes 
became more distinct our respect for him 
increased.

The shore of this lake waa bordered by 
a heavy fringe of alders, flanked by 
thicket of small trees. The moose had 
been travelling behind this thicket in 
more open growth. When quite near he 
plopped to listen. 1 could understand 
that if he held to hie course he would 
cross our trail from camp to lake, get our 
eeent and make off in a flash. So l wad­
ed into the water, epiaebed it several 
times with my feet, called again, pouted 
a hornful cf water into the lake and re­
treated to cover.

THE BULL RESPONDED AT ONCE, 
taking a course nearly at right angles to 
his former direction, and came toward 
the lake. There was a great smashing 
and crashing in the thicket, the aapliugs 
swayed ana bent as if in a whirlwind, l be 
alders were tesaed aside, and out of them 
came au immense black moose with wide 
spreading antlers. He was about 140 
yards distant and stood broadside ou in 
the shallow water of the lake. I stepped 
clear of the brush, so that nothing could 
obstruct my eight. The bull saw me, of 
course, but befote he could get out of 
eight among the alders I had hit him 
with five bullets from my .46-90 Win­
chester and he fell on the shore of the 
lake, lie was dead when we reached 
him, not nu.re than twenty minutes 
After we bad first beard him.

The measurements of the antlers were 
given me by 8. L. Ciosby ot Bangor 
who is mounting the head. They are 
as given herewith t Length of right 
hand heaiu, 394 inches ; lefi hand beam 
36 inches ; width of palmation. 104 and 
11 inches ; extreme spread, 67 ir.cnes ; 
weight of skull and antlers, 67 p >unds. 
There are 24 points. ,

About ten days after I killed this bull 
we loaded the head into our canoe on the 
Tubique river for a sixty mile paddle to 
the railroad at Andover, where we 
arrived next day f"i dinner.

SWEPT BY FIRE;

BUSINESS PART OF BRIDGEWATER, 
WAS TOTALLY DESTROYED.

N. 8.

Halifax, Jan. 18.—Bridgewater, or 
the part of it devoted to the business in­
terests of the town, is in ashes.

This morning a despatch was flashed 
over the wires from Lunenburg that the 
business portion of Bridgewater was in 
flames.

The fire, which started early this morn­
ing, has wiped out all of the principal 
business houses of the town, including 
telegraph and telephone offices. The feel 
that both these important services were 
gone made it bard to get particulars, but 
advices from Lunenburg indicate that the 
loss will be very heavy.

The fire started on the main street. 
Nearly all the business interests are 
centred on tbia, the principal thorough 
fares of the town. The stores were noted 
for their handsome appearance, and the 
me rehauts of the place endeavored to have 
their premises up to date in every par­
ticular.

The stores destroyed are all of wood, 
but nevertheless «present u large amount 
of money. Nearly all the principal mer­
chants had plate glass fronts in their es­
tablishment*, and carried heavy stocks. 
Such buildings as J. T. Power & C 
the Muaic Hall, Patillo Bros., Simon 
Ernst, H. U. Barnaby & Sons, J. W. 
Hebbs, the Merchants and Halifax Bank­
ing Company banka and the Poil Office 
were among those burned, and hardly a 
vestige of the once prosperous business 
community remains.
THE RESIDENTIAL PART OF THE TOW N 
is scattered about the suburbs, and being 
at a considerable distance from the scene, 
is untouched. The fact that the homes 
ol the citizens were preserved will great 
ly lessen the suffering. Shelter will be 
provided for all, but assistance will cer­
tain! y have to be extended to many of the 
sufferers.

The burnt district extends almost the 
whole length of the town, and once the 
flames got headway they swept all before 
them. The main street runs north and 
south, parallel with Lahave river. The 
bridge acro*« the river it about the middle 
f this section. Both sides of the streets 

were lined with holiness structures and 
every building along the thoroughfare is 
destroyed.

Robert Dawson 4 Sons is the only firm 
that has not suffered. They do a large 
general business and deal extensively in 
lumber and shipping.

The fire protection service of the town 
was cortideied good. There was no 
water supply, but the corporation owns 
a first class steam engine and had a good 
supply of hose. An ample supply of 
water waa at hand all along the river 
front, but once the file gained headway 
the firemen were unable to cheek it* 
progress.

The firemen had to overcome many 
difficulties. The thermometer waa down 
to zero and the apparatus was frozen on 
every side. Despite the heroic efforts of 
the men, the conflagration, which started 
on the east side of the street worked 
serose, and after that there was little hope 
of saving anything.

This place of butine.» wat tita­
sted at the north end of the town. Above 
it it the Untie Hall. The etructure is 
one of the handsomest in the town. The 
discovery of the fire was made at t a. m.

The alarm of fire waa answered prompt­
ly, and a .stream of water was quickly got 
on the buildings.

At first the situation did not seem 
dangerous, and few thought that within a 
i-w hours every merchant with a single 
exception would have lost everything. 
The fire in the Simonson building spread 
like wildfire, and gradually the upper 
part of the structure became developed 
in Harare. The beat waa intense and the 
water seemed to have little effect in 
arresting the progress of the conflagration. 
The strong nortn wind ouly tended to 
make matters worse.

The flames were carried to the 1 hop ad­
joining, and in a f ew minutes the second 
building wo» all ablaze. Then it dawned 
upon the citizens that they were face to 
face with

A TERRIBLE CALAMITY.

The fire was rapidly getting the upper 
hand, and soon the wooden structures on 
the western side of the street caught fire 
and bumed with great fierceness. The 
wind increased in volume and large 
burning cindeia were carried along with 
great force. These embers, fanned by 
the breeze, soon burst into flames as they 
were carried through the air aud falling 
on dry roofs of otn<»r buildings, a dozen 
fires were started in as many different 
places.

The fact wat soon apparent that the 
business portion of the town was doomed. 
Merchants quickly saw the forlorn hope 
and books, valuable documenta and 
money were fiist secured. Attention 
was then , directed to saving stocks. 
Above the heads of those fighting tc 
rescue their goods the flames Were ever 
breaking out. A building would be 
entered by ihe owner without a sign of 
fire about it. A minute later a burning 
brand would fall on the roof and the 
inevitable would follow.

B y three o'clock half * dozen buildings 
weie in flames and the tiro waa still 
spreading. From that hour the flames 
were given all the freedom they desired. 
Both sides of the street were burning 
fiercely, aud two hours later a solid wall 
of fire extended along the street. Even 
large breaks did not serve to check the 
flames.

The heat from the m any buildings be­
came ao intense that it waa impossible to 
get men to face the unequal battle. 
Meanwhile the feeling of danger had 
spread to the residential portion of the 
town.

WOMEN AND CHILDREN 
left their homes in terror and gazed on 
the weird scene. Fortunately the pro­
gress of the destroying element was to 
be arrested ere it could render the popu­
lation homeless. Within a few hour* 
the file had control of the whole ball 
mile of business structures. Simon 
Ei nest, jeweler, was the last merchant to 
suffer. His place ol business is situated 
at 1 be extreme south end of the town 
and ts half 1 mile away from the Music 
Hall, in whice building the fire was first 
noticed.

Leas estimated at $300,000. Insurance 
about $100,000.

A VISIT TO A LUMBER CAMP.

During a elioit visit to Claik, 
Skillings & Co.'s spool wood mill at 
Bartibogue the writer saw many things 
which might interest the readers of the 
Advocate. In as short a space as possible 
will give a description of camp life in the 
bitch woods.

One morning in company with T. W. 
HaV, the genial day agent at Bartibogue 
station, the writer started to walk 10 

to visit the boys at Falconer's camp. 
After a tramp which took us nearly two 
hours we arrived at the camp which ia 
known among the men aa Porcupine Ally. 
We were moat warmly welcomed byrthe 
boys and after trying to answer the 
volleys ot questions showered upon us 
as to state of health of their friends and 
sweethearts in town etc., etc., we were 
asked by the cook to sit in and have 
a imething to eat, which request we 
promptly complied with at our walk in 
had given us an appetite. After satisfy­
ing the cravings of the inner man, and 
enjoying an after dimer «moke we 
proceeded to take some views of the mill, 
camp, men and horses, nearly all of 
which were a success 

The mill and camp are situated about 
six miles from Bartibogue station on the 
bank of a small brook which flows into 
the Bartibogue river. It is owned by 
Clark, Skilling 4 Co., and gives employ­
ment to about thirty men aud a laige 
number of horses. Mr. James Falconer 
has had the contrast of getting out the 
birch for a number of years, but at the 
time of our visit was sick at hii home at 
Newcastle with a severe attack of la 
grippe and hia son Charlie waa in charge.

The camp ia built cf logs, with a board 
roof, is large and spacious for a lumber 
camp and very warm, being heated by a 
large equate stove placed about the 
middle ot the room. The men sleep in 
births of which there are two rows, one 
above the other. When there are guests 
present ihe men. undoubtedly thinking 
that they are used to warm homes, pick 
out the warmest berth for them and put 
on a roaring fire before turning in which 
makes the upper baths so warm that it 
is impossible to sleep until someone 
thoughtfully opens the door and admits 
the cold air. After once turning in, 
things are very quiet as the teamsters 
have to get up very early, about 3 o’clock, 
in order to have their horses fed and in 
trim for their long day’s work which "Be­
gin e between 4 and 6 in order to make 
two round trips to the station with their 
loads of squares before dark. The other 
men turn out about 6 and have break­
fast and go to work at 7.

The cook-house is also built ot logs and 
is nearly as large as the camp. There 
the cook reigns supreme. It contains a 
large range for cooking with all necessary 
utensils the usual camp stores and the 
boss's and cook’a birth. Here all the 
food for the men is prepared and p laced 

0 the table by the cook and h'i young 
'listant who have very little spare time. 

Breakfast has to be served early for the 
teamsters and at 6.30 fur the otbeie, 
dinner at 18 and,/upper at ft. A large 
table with seats all around runs the 
entire length of the cook room, aud 
around it sit the men who help them­
selves to the victuals thereon, which con­
siste of everything needed for a hearty 
meal and the men weie loud in their 
praise of the fare they received and of 
the manner in which it was served. The 
regular cook wai absent daring our visit 
bat bis place was ably filled by a young 
man named Taylor who i« an excellent 
cook.

The mill is situated a few rods from 
the camp. It is a substantial building 
and well fitted out with machinery and 
cute a large number of squares daily 
Andy Williamson is boss and Stamford 
Lindon tallies the daily cut.

After the daily work is over the even­
ings are most pleasantly spent. There 
are a number of niusician^tmoug the 
men, chief of whom is Andy Williamson 
who has bis vio lin and auto harp there. 
Andy is also a step-dancer of no meau 
order and sometimes gives an exhibition 
>f hie skill which is greatly appreciated. 
At nine o’clock all fun ceases and the 
men turn in to sleep as they have to be 
up early.

The writer wishes to thank the boss, 
cook and men for their kind hospitality 
and hopes to again visit them before 
long, also that anyone who would like to 
procure views of Ihe camp, mill etc., can
