The larger is known
as the “Fitzgerald's” the International
‘Brotherhood of Paper, Pulp and Sul-
phite Workers, and the smaller as
Carey's. Fitzgerald's organization has
about 1,200 members and Carey's 150.

According to notice issued at the
Great Northern mills Sunday morning
from President Schenck, the Great
Northern has contracted with Fitz-
gerald's organization for all skilled
and unskilled labor necessary to fill
the places of the 150 strikers.

The new men are on the way from
Appleton, Wis.

The Great Northern pays machine
tenders $4 for an eight hour day. On
July 1st, when they were getting $3.75,
they made a ¢emand of 50 cents and
the company met them with an in-
crease of 25 cents. Recently they have
become insistent again for the remain-
ing 25 cents, and from the tone of its
notice the company is firm in absolute
ly declining to consider it.

The sixtieth annual session of
the Grand Division, Sons of Tem-
perance of New Brunswick was
held in St. John on the 29th and
30th ult.

The stipendary magis-
trate testifies that thereis posi-
tively no crime in the city, and
some idea of the effect of the law
throughout the Island may be
gathered from the fact that short-
ly after prohibition came into force
there was not a single prisoner in
jail in the province. The N. B.

to investigate the workings of the
P. E. I Act. There would soon
be a struggle in Westmorland Co.

Scott Act.

Almost Unanimously For
For General Strike.

BUT AWAITS CONFERFNCE

With the Government today
Union Fxecutive is Given
a Free Hand.

London, Nov. 3.—At a great meet-
ing of railroad men held tonight in Al-
bert Hall and attended by deputations
from all parts of the United Kingdom
Richard Bell, M. P, general secretary
of the Amalgamated Society of Rail-
way Servants and leader of the strike
movement, announced the result of
the ballot taken among members of
the society on the question of a strike.
Mr. Bell said the society had 97,631
members at the end of September, and
that many men had joined recently
but were not included in the ballot. He
announced that 88,134 papers had been
returned, of which 76,925 were in favor
of striking, while 8,773 were opposed
to so doing. The remainder of the
ballots were spoiled, but a majority of
these were in favor of striking.

Continuing Mr. Bell declared that
the executive committee of the society
was well satisfied with this result, but
it had resolved that no further refer-
ence should be made to the situation
pending the interview November 6 be-
tween Mr. Lloyd-George, president of
the Board of Trade, and representa-
tives of the society.

The meeting passed a resolution
heartily pledging its support to any
action from the executive committee
might deem necessary.
