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MANY LAWYERS 
GOT LARGE FEES.

MR , C. N. SMITH STARTS WARM 
DEBATE IN LEGISLATURE.

Wanted an Explanation — Ministers 
Wanted Specific Charges and 
Proof—Debate on Tuberculosis
Question—Automobile Legislation.

Toronto, March 12.—By pointing out 
that on page after page of the public 
accounts appear the names of lawyers 
who received large fees from the Pro­
vince last year, and by following this up 
with a request for an explanation from 
the Government, Mr. C. X. Smith (Sault 
Ste. Marie) yesterday started the first 
really warm discussion the Legislature 
has seen this session. The House was in 
Committee of Supply, and the expendi­
ture of the department, regarding the ad­
ministration of justice was the real point 
under criticism, though Mr. Smithy re­
marks applied to the public accounts 
generally. Taking advantage of the 
rules governing the committee’s discus­
sions, the members of the Government 
gave no direct answer to the questions 
of the member from Sault Ste. Mane. 
Premier Whitney, supported bv the At­
torney-General and the Provincial Treas­
urer, claimed that Mr. Smith should 
make some specific charge and produce 
his proof, while it was also pointed out 
that in the Public Accounts Committee 
the members would have an opportunity 
to use the probe.

Hon. A. G. MacKay pointed out that 
the Public Accounts Committee had not 
been organized, and if the estimates 
were passed before that were done, then 
the usefulness of the inquiry would be 
lost. The Government considered the 
point and the item stood over.

The debate on the tuberculosis ques­
tion, so far as the bill of Mr. Downey 
and the motion of Dr. Godfrey were 
concerned, was concluded by the Provin­
cial Secretary, who gave some slight in­
timation of probable future action. Some 
of the members also had the opportuni­
ty of telling what they knew about auto, 
mobiles amt their use in the rural con­
stituencies.

The debate was resumed by Mr. A. 
Studholme (Hamilton) on Mr. .). P. 
Downey’s bill respecting County Boards 
of Health and to prevent the spread of 
pulmonary tuberculosis. Mr. Studholme 
urged the importance of regulations be­
ing put into lorce to provitie for the ef­
ficient ventilation of workshops and 
mines. Bad ventilation was in many 
cases the cause of the disease. He 
thought it high time for the House to 
“get busy.”

in1 concluding the debate, Hon. Mr. 
Hanna, Provincial Secretary, said that 
the Provincial Board of Health had given 
the entire question very special aiten 
tion, and their conclusions were now 
before the Government. He agreed that 
the Province should do something along 
the lines involving compulsory notifica-

Mr. d. H. Devitt (West Durham) mov­
ed the second reading of his bill to 
amend the act to regulate the speed and 
operation of motor vehicles on the high­
way- Mr. Devitt said that no one could 
denv the danger attending the recklese 
driving of automobiles. In hie own con­
stituency two men had been killed last 
year. The bill restricted the use of the 
roads by motors to three days in the

The Attorney-General has given notice 
of his intention to introduce a bill to 
emend the act respecting the Law Socie­
ty of Upper Canada. The intention of 
the bill is to make a change in the meth­
od of electing benchers. At present an 
election is held every five years, when 
everybody votes for anybody he pleases. 
As the act is to be amended, candidates 
will have to be nominated in the same 
banner as candidates for the Senate of 
the University, and voting will lie con­
fined to properly nominated candidates.

BRIDGE ENGINEER 
DEFENDS HIMSELF.

THROWS BLAME FOR QUEBEC DIS­
ASTER ON MR COOPER

Mr. Szlapka Criticised Design of Very 
Chord Section That Failed—-Pointed 
Out Weakness to Mr. Cooper, and 
Received Peremptory Order Not to 
Alter It

Phoenixville, Ptu, March 11.—After 
reading the officia* report of the Cana­
dian Government's commission of in­
vestigation, Peter L. tizla.pka, who, 
with Theodore Cooper, the eminent 
bridge engineer of New York, is blamed 
for the defective design which canned 
the bridge to fail, consented for the 
first time to be interviewed. One state­
ment he max Le is remarkable for the 
manner in which he holds Mr. Cooper, 
the consulting engineer, responsible ter 
the bridge's failure, and vindicates ham- 
self. According to the statement made 
by the Phoemxvitie engineer, and which 
appears in hie sworn Lesta mon}', taken 
by the oonmàeeion of investigation, he 
criticised the design of the very chord 
section that failed1, catting the atten­
tion of Mr. Cooper to the weakness 
whidt Mr. Szlapka saw in it* Mr. 
Cooper, however, overruled the objec­
tion, and the design was accepted by 
him. Mr. Sdapka eaidy when asked 
to comment upon the report:

“The findings of the commission are 
about what we thought they would be, 
and we are not surprised at any por­
tion of the report. We have no criti­
cism to make of the commiRSOii, who, 
we 'believe, did their work faithfully and 
well.

"You must understand,” Mr. Szlapka

that we are one and all liable to make 
mistakes at times in this world. Rev. 
Mr. Unsworth pointed out the chief dif­
ferences of Roman Catholic and Protest­
ant faith, and church management. Un­
happily, these differences were not en­
closed or published in that issue, no 
doubt on account of splice. Now, he 
states that according to the Roman 
Catholic belief Christianity had been 
handed down by a succession of divinely 
appointed men and the sacrament.

The latter refers to preachers of so many 
different denominations. While the Ro­
man Catholic Church cannot appoint 
priests, as they have to be ordained, 
after great sacrifices and study of far 
longer duration titan appointed preach­
ers, and therefore the great and vast dif­
ferences between the two teachings, 
Catholic and Protestant. It- is too true 
that Protestanism is an individual reli­
gion and not on the authority of the 
church, hence so many different denom­
inations, while the Catholic faith clings 
to the church ami changes not the words 
of Christ, t.. Peter that "on tins rock 
shall thou build my church, ami the 
gates of hell shall not prevail against 
it." He states that conscience was su­
preme in Protestantism, and is the Pro­
testant pope. This is set up by indi­
viduals and not by Christ. But we van 
thank our Father in heaven that a Ro­
man Catholic takes far more for suprem­
acy than conscience; that is. what our 
Father in heaven gave to us all on this 
earth—Christ, His Son. Conscience is 
all right, but how long» will this last 
without Christ, ami how long will Christ 
last without his apostles and disciples 
to teach us the true faith, hence the 
Pope, who is the sueex-ssor of Peter?
