In an interview last night Hon. J. J.
Foy intimated that no public announce-
ment would be made as to its contents.
The  Attorney-General has adopted this
course as a matter of departmental pol-
jey.

It is pro-
bable, in view of the extraordinary
statements made by the man, that in-
quiry as to his mental condition will be
asked for before it is rendered possible
for him to return to Canada. Apart
from other considerations it is felt that
a wan who is capable of such statements
might be suffering from incipient homi-
cidal mania.

Bedfort’s confession, as told to  the
Scotland Yard authorities, after reciting
how he met the stranger in Toronto and
came to Hamiltbn the day before the
murder, meeting him on the morning of
the erime, continues:

I went to the Kinrades’ door and
knocked. The door was answered by a
young girl, 1 think about twenty-four
years of age. She was wearing a
brown coat and no hat; she was dark.
1 said: “I want some money. Will you
give me a little?” She seemed fright-
ened and ran upstairs. I went in the
doov and shut it behind me. As I en
tered 1 heard a noise behind me, and
1 opened the door and saw the man
there. 1 then shut the door, leaving
him on the steps. At that moment
another young lady came downstairs,
and I immediately fired the revolver
until it was exhausted. 1 believe there
were five shots.

There was a no-
tice hanging outside: “Board and lodg-
ing by day or week.” Next morning 1
went to the station about 630 and
waited. The man came there about 2.30
in the afternoon.

He was well dressed, like a gentle-
man. He said: “Well done, you fixed
her all right.”” T said: “I don't know
if T have shot the right one.”” He said:
“Yes you have,” I said: “How do you
know.”” He said: ‘“Never mind, don't
trouble; come with me.” He then took
a single ticket to Montreal and gave it
to me. I said: “How about the money,
and what am I going to do as T can't
stop at Montreal.”” He said: “Here's
the money,”” and he handed me a roll
of bills. “Go to Montreal and wait
there about two days, and I will send

a letter to you at the post-office.” T
#aid: “What are you going to send a
letter for, you promised to send me

away from the country and Montreal
is not away.” “That is the reason why
I want you to stop there, I will send
You a ticket that will take you to Liv-
erpool.” 1 said: “When I get to Liver-
pool 1 am to forget all about you.”

That Is Committee’s Position on
the Power Matter.

Contract Goes to the Council For |

Consideration.

City Has No Chance of Getting
W hat Commission Promised.

At last the power question is up to
the Council, and it will be threshed out
on Monday night.

The special committee which has had
the matter in hand met yesterday after-
noon and decided that it would be use-
less  in view of the Hydro-Commission’s
ultimatum, to resume negotiations with
any hope of obtaining the concessions
which Hamilton was promised and later
refused.

The following recommendation by Ald.
Jutten was sent on to the Council:
“I'hat the committee recommend that
the City Council accept the amended con-
tract of the Hydro-Electric Power Com-
mission of Ontario, as per the letter of
A. F. Lobb, dated October 26th, 1909, for
a thousand horse power of electric ener-
gy’

While the dope was being dis-
g:mvd the alleged doctor told Rpse
e Was not a registered medical practi-
tioner in this Provinoce, though he had
a diploma from the States, and for that
reason he was careful not to make a
diagnosis, though he was quite capable
of doing so.

A bottle of black looking mixture was
produced - by Rose as the medicime given
him, and directions were given to take
some, and try some of “Doctor Castle's
herbs.” Two packets of pills were given
with the mixture, The whole lot cost
him $1.

He
certainly was not a good advertisement
