On one pretence or 
another, it has completely emasculated our 
.Well-ordered system of municipal self-gov­
ernment, and substituted in lieu a 
thorough-going" plan of centralisation. 
There is occasionally a tendency manifest 
outside the provincial capital to complain 
of what is called the selfish and grasping 
aims of Toronto. The feeling we believe to 
be without justification ; but those who 
cherish it would do well to inquire whether

The 
Mowat Government during its tenure of 
power has made more situations for clam­
orous partisans than any other on record. 
The Provincial Government has, by de­
grees, been turned into an employment 
agency—a registry for civil servants, whose 
only claim upon the publie was election­
eering service, noteal ways of a reputable 
character. In England they bribe the 
voters by magyig their sons messengers at 
three and til pence a day ; in Ontario the 
men themselves are made magistrates, 
Queen’s counsel, and anything else 
that the ’cuteness of a clique of lawyers 
npukl devise.

When the grand catastrophe of 1878 
came upon the party," the proas ore upon 
the Mowat Cabinet became almost intoler­
able.

AJ1 effective 
power is, with alarming rapidity, being 
monopolized by the coterie at Toronto, 
and what is worse still, being used without 
the slightest sense of responsibility to any­
body.

THE NEW TRAINING SHIP.
In a late issue we announced the fact 

that after strong efforts on the part of the 
Marquis of Lobnn the Imperial Govern­
ment had placed at the disposal of 
the ttominion Government a «hip of
war for any purpose to which it
might be applied. We understand that 
the name of the vessel, which is a corvette 
of 1,600 tons, is the Charybdis. She has 
just returned from India, and baa
been placed at the disposal of -the 
Government, “ all standing,” with 
complete outfit It is understood that 
the Government have determined to
accept the gift Captain Scott, R.H., of 
Halifax, will proceed at once to England to 
bring out the vessel She is to be stationed 
atSt John, N.B., and will be used for the 
pmpoee of training up more perfectly 
young lads of good ceamcter for the 
mercantile marine. This project will meet 
with much approval in the Maritime Pro­
vinces, where all aids to instruction in the 
science and art of navigation are eagerly 
sought for. The Governor-General has a 
right to the sole credit, we believe, for 
this gift from the Imperial Government 
It was his own idea, and hue been presspd 
with much persistence and ultimate suc­
cess. A lasting ahd practical evidence 
like this of his Excellency’s good-will to­
wards Canada will be more valuable than

A NEW PHASE OP POLITICS
Canada is about entering—we may say 

has entered—on a new phase of politics. 
The political situation presents us with 
the picture of a Government possessing an 
increasing and apparently inexhaustible 
fond of popularity among the,constituen- 
cies. At the same time, contrary to all 
precedent, there is virtually no Opposition. 
Such Opposition is exists is fluid and form- 
lew, drifting and powerless, unled,‘uff- 
taught, ancon trailed, and unfortunate. 
That this should be the case in two -years 
after the generaFtiecuon is a remarkable 
circumstance. It ia all the more remark­
able since, ss we have on other occasions 
pointed out, the gentlemen who criticise 
the Government and call themselves the 
Opposition have been most vehemently 
declaring that they alone represented the 
people ; but the representation of the 
people by miserable minorities Has not 
yet been established in this country. After 
two years of effort the opponents of the 
Government find themselves in the 
situation described. This wss not 
the ease with the Opposition of the period 
from 1873 to 1878- From the vary first 
the National Policy Opppsition was united 
and dangerous. Instead of conspiring to 
overthrow their leader, the Conservatives 
insisted on befog led again by Sir John 
Macdonald. There was s degree of lofti­
ness about the fact which overshadows and 
belittles the proceedings of the men who 
fconapired to overthrow Mr. Mackenzie 
for the purpose of, apparently, befog lfed 
by Sir Richard Cartwright. In two 
years after the general election of 1874 it 
is now pretty certain that the country 
would have overthrown the Reform Gov­
ernment almost as quickly sad decisively 
ss it was overturned in 1878, so completely 
had the new men fallen in public estima­
tion. The cause of this diversity of fate 
seems to us to be sufficiently obvious. The 
Government M Mr. Mackenzie had 
assumed office under false pretences, and 
office prored far too serious a business 
for men who were not up to the 
standard of Ministerial ability. Hampered 
by promises they could not fulfil ; hindered 
by a natural incapacity from befog success­
ful in great measures ; and surrounded by 
men who had nminly selfish objects in. 
view, the new Government began to lose* 
power almost before they had grasped it ; 
and when they fell, they fell to all intente 
and purposes forever. _ There is absolutely 
no future of any sort in the public life of 
Chnada for such men, with such abilities 
and such a policy. They may hang to­
gether as critics ; but as Minutera their 
career is at an end.

The different fate of the Government of 
1878 is due to a différent and worthier 
cause. Their promises have been fulfilled ; 
on the confession of their opponent* they 
have been more than fulfilled. Their 
abilities Me such that bo object of national 
importance has been too great for their ad­
ministrative grasp ;sndnomanhas yet dared 
to arraign them on the flooe of Parliament 
for a single impropriety of administration 
inihe greater trusts committed to their 
keeping. In two years they have not only 
fulfilled the meet of their promises, but 
they have been the witnesses, with the 
whole country, of the complete failure of 
the prophecies of their opponents. And 
in election after election, as we pointed 
•out the other day, they nave succeeded in

AGNOSTICISM AND THE CREEDS

Abroad, the ghastly realty of sin meets us on 
every hand—for it is no vision wildly 
steeping the bewildered senses in the 
night season, Sin is with us ; is there no 
Redeemer Î Is there no God who ought of 
His inexplicable will not to evolve, in His 
mysterious way, good out of evü 1 A* 
Christians we believe that there are both. 
With a belief in the perfections of "a 
higher Power about whose nature and 
ways we must perforce be Agnostics, we 
can afford to labour and to wait Our 
aims may be mistakèn, our efforts ill- 
directed, our struggles find aspirations and 
prayers put forth in vfon ; but once let us 
acknowledge and fuel that there is One 
without whose cognizance not even S spar­
row falleth, and we can hope for the. future 
of humanity, with steadfast and abiding 
reliance upon Him who is, and is the re­
warder of all that diligently seek Him. 
Agnosticism explains no difficulty, clears 
up no perplexity ; only blackens the dark­
ness, and makes more blank, if we may 
use the phrase, the blankness of the here­
after. The mystery of Theism is not for 
us to solve. Th» Greek tried it through 
thenrooess of the centuries with melan­
choly results, but the truth—all the truth, 
as well ss all the hlunan struggle of intel­
lect mid heart—were summed up in a 
memorable addreea from a memorable spot;

PROSPERITY IN ENGLAND.
Whether the prosperity prevailing in 

England & likely to be lasting is one of 
the problems whRh time must settle, for 
the trade, writers are hardly all of one 
mind on the subject. Meantime, these 
who profess to believe that the prosperity 
which exista is due altogether to “ free 
“ trade" must do a good deal of violence 
to their logical faculties. If there is 
prosperity in England, there is prosperity 
also in the United States and Canada ; 
and as the last named countries are pro­
tectionist the l^icaà rule muet be the 
same, and the prosperity must be referred 
to protection. But . there are elements in 
the prosperity of England which suggest 
far other reflections than those of our free 
trade friends. ., j
• In the first place, the disposal of an ad­
mitted stock of good» produced in dull times, 
and sold 4t,lp,W BP996W0 little profit, may 
swell the exports end make figures look 
big I but«tW 'foe* deeÉ not constitute 

, certainly not' prosperity of 
a permanent character. In the second 
place, prosperity certainly has not blessed 
the English agricultural olass, which finds 
that foreign products are too successful 
rivals of home products, compelling in 
fact a gradual total change in the whole 
economy ef the agriculture of England. 
We doubt if the land-owners and farmer» 
look on this result of free trade with 
supreme favour. In the third place, the 
increase of the1 cotton trade with India 
has been brought about by means of the 

m of an Indian duty which pro­
thé industries of Bombay and other 

place;.and the gain of the Manchesty 
men has been the loea of the India manu­
facturers ; and India loses a chance of 
supplying by means of manufactures a* 
huger oppe 
livelihood for 
to one precarious 
place, it ia an obvious and important 
feet that the recent prosperity in 

has resulted from the sudden 
rise of prosperity in the Uaitod 
protected country.

The first impulse to English trade, 
iras given by the sudden demand from 
the United States for iron.- If the 
American producers and manufacturer» 
had been able to supply all the needs of 
their own railways and factories, the re­
sult to English trade would have been de­
plorable. That they have not been able 
to do so ia alleged »e a proof of the failure 
of protection to give the home market to 
the home manufacturer and to deyelopc 
home resources. No sane man ever 
imagines that protection will ever quite 
put an end to importation ; and the real 
truth is, that it is a veiy brilliant accom­
plishment for protection to have enabled 
the hose* resources to be so developed, and 
home manufactures to be so extended, that 
the bulk ef the supply for home needs is 

iuoed at from*. It would be 
impossible to bring about the 

exelusion" of foreign manufacture» in leas 
than half a%entury.

A very large part, then, of the present 
prosperity of England is due to the demands 
made in Consequence of the great prosperity 
of protected countries. It is not free trade 
at all that is the main cause, and those 
who allege that it is show a very decided 
lack of knowledge of the subject# It is 
simply monstrous to assert that pro­
tectionists in Canada ever claimed that 
England was “ruined" by free trade No 
such nonsense ever waa uttered. The pro­
tectionist press of Canada did but oohq the 
remark* of English journals and ,English 
speakers, and the results of English 
statistics ; and all of the»», winding up 
with the report of a House of Commons 
committee, went to «prove that England 
had not found free trade so satisfactc 
was expected in the long ran, and that 
the protected countries had prospered in 
a greater degree than even England. If, 
as certainly appears to be the case, the 
present prosperity of England is largely 
the result of the prosperity of protected 
countries, then our free trade friends must 
alter the sqiencel of logic before they «l«im 
all the merit for free trade.

It is learned that at the solicitation of the 
Governor-General, who has taken great per­
sonal interest in thl matter, the British Gov­
ernment have placed a war ship at the dis­
posal of the Canadian Government, tree of 
all expense, to be used for such purposes in 
regard to the education and training of sailors 
« may be determined on. What step has 
been taken by the Government has not yet 
transpired, but doubtless the offer will not be 
refused

In 1884 the province of Ontario wfll have 
reached its first centennial anniversary. The 
first settlement began in 1784. Would it not 
be a good thing to celebrate the event, either 
by an exhibition having this fact in view, or 
some demonstration m honour of the men 
who, through privation and toil, laid the 
foundation of tide fair and prosperous pro­
vince ? The suggestion may; be thought a 
little early, but if approved, it will take some 
time te mould into shape.

Thq internal dissensions of the Liberal 
party are gathering force.

The new city railway company which 
seeking for powers to operate bo* in this 
city and Montreal proposes to use compressed 
sir « a motive power. Such an engine 
already at work in England, having been 
used on the short lines of Woolwich araenal. 
Its chief feature is the introduction of an 
almost imperceptible supply of steam, by 
which the air as it is admitted to the cylinder 
from the raservqir ia largely heated, and, aa a 
matter of course, greatly increased in force. 
The engine is driven by six cylinders and a 
double set of machinery at one end, and, 

-having no smoke stack, resembles in appear­
ance a locomotive-tender rather than a loco­
motive. It run» on four wheels, and 
is lees than an ordinary omnibus. Recently 
it was tried over a distance of sixteen miles, 
which it accomplished very satisfactorily. 
The inventor, Major Beaumont, ia building 
an engine to travel thirty miles with a single 
charge.

A movement is on foot with a view to place 
the license system under the control of the 
municipal authorities. The argument 
favour of the proposed change is, that if mu­
nicipal electors are competent to decide 
whether any licensee should be granted or 
not, they moat be held to be eompetent to 
decide how many should be granted, and 
under what rul* and regulations. There is 
muoh force in this plea. Without declaring 
off-hand that this change is the brat that can 
be made, it may fairly be said that it deserves 
careful consideration when the whole subject 
comes before the Legislature at its next «ra­
sion.

Thie prediction ia 
based on the fallacy that Montreal’s trade is 
declining. The veiy reverse is, however, the 
fact. The steamship tonnage of this season 
has been enormous, and promisee to be still 
greater next year. The grain shipment», from 
1st January to 27* October were 23,0(X),000 
bushels, « against 18,000,000 in 1879 ; and 
in general produce *e increase amounts, to 
72,000 packagee. In order to meet the in­
creasing trade *e wharves are being ex 
tended, so that next year *ey will cover 
distance of four and a half miles. If *e pro­
ject of making Montreal a free port should be 
carried out its .western traffic would at once

Nova Scotia* mining 
properties have enormously increased in 
value, and several new lodes have been 
opened out. According to *e Victoria 
Standard, there has been better success in the 
Cariboo district than for several years psst 
The yield of gold has been good, and owing 
to the extensive adoption of *e hydraulic 
system of mining, the prospect» for nett year 
are in the highest degree encouraging. The 
Qnjy njatter for regret in connection with 

lesig mining developments is that our pros- 
icfoi»" are comparatively poor, and are, 
icrefore, ready to accepti any reasonable of­

fer to purchase gold and silver bearing lands. 
While mining properties are admittedly 
hazardou- speculative, yet it should be poe- 
•sible to return some of the beet lodes in the 
hands of Canadian capitaliste.

The propriety of dividing Algoma into three 
divisions for representative and judicial pur­
poses will doubtless be discussed at *e ap­
proaching session of the Ontario Legislature, 
This district, which has one representative in 
the Dominion Parliament and Local Legisla­
ture respectively, extends from French river to beyond *e head of Lake Superior, a dis­
tance of 800 miles, and ite population is esti­
mated at 30,000 whites. It is urged that the 
district should he divided into three divisions, 
Thunder Bay forming one, the Sault Ste. 
Marie section another, and Mamtoulin and 
adjacent islands wi* north shore opposite, 
the third. Been division would be sufficiently 
large to demand *e whole attention of its 
representatives, pad as each would be formed 
of people with united interests sectional 
jealousies would be avoided. In judicial 
matters Sault Ste. Marie is *e headquarters, 
and litigants have frequently to conduct cases 
two hundred miles from home. In view of 
the increasing population and the rapid devel­
opment of Algoma, it ia entitled to *e con­
sideration of *e Government, and some 
measures should be adopted wi* a view to 
remedy its well-founded grievances.

The Kincardine Standard files a strong pie 
for protection to *c Ontario salt industry. 
It declares that England ia making a slaughter 
market of the Dominion ao far « salt is con­
cerned, quite as much as America did in some 
other manufactured articles prior to 1878: It 
is estimated, that 600,000 barrels of foreign 
salt are thrown on the Canadian market every 
year, while *e heme production sold here is 
cut down to half that amount. Six hundred 
and fifty vessels are reported ae being con­
stantly employed in carrying salt from Spain 
to this continent, a large portion of *e trade 
being carried on in English bottoms. The 
Standard suggests that a duty be imposed on 
all foreign salt, *e effect of which would be 
at first an inoreaae of perhaps three cents per 
barrel, but this would be gradually removed 
by home competition. No doubt *is ques­
tion is a very difficult one to deal with, as 
Maritime Province fishermen use only Eng­
lish salt, which *ey obtain at a very low 
price. It should, however, receive close con­
sideration. Until quite recently Canadian 
salt was unknown in our dairies, owing to a 
popular prejudice against ite use ; but investi­
gation removed that prejudice. If its merits 
were wider known, *e demand would be 
enormously increased, even under *e existing 
fiscal arrangements.

W6 regret to observe a widespread dispoei 
tion on *e part of rome communities—which 
would doubtless consider it « an insult to be 
claused as “rural”—to keep down the 
salariée of school teachers. Oollfogwood, 
which employa twelve teachers in *e public 
school, is offering 8600 for a head master 
holding a first-class A certificate. Thi» is a 
verv low salary, considering*» requirements 
and" responsibilities of *e position. The 
Walkerton Herald, commenting on *e sub. 
ject of teachers’ remuneration, favours a mis­
called “economy,’’and thinks that, “com­
paring the average teacher wi* the average 
mechanic, and the time required fro obtain­
ing a knowledge of their professions, there 
doee not appear to be any strong ground for 
assuming that *e remuneration for *e ser­
vices they render should vary very much.” 
This is a very short-sighted view of the sub­
ject. The responsibility of *e mechanic is 
not to be compared wi* that of *e teacher. 
Moreover, a high standard of morality and 
personal conduct ia required in *e case of the 
latter which is not demanded in connection 
wi* mechanical pursuits. It may be that 
eome who have chosen the teacher’s calling 
would be better qualified' fro mechanical in­
dustry. That is a reason fro rairing *e 
standard of fitness—-not fro lowering the 
scale of remuneration. The community that 
consults its highest interests in *e matter 
will not only pay its teachers well, hut will 
insist upon thro: being worth all *ey get
