Insanity andWant of Longevity among
the Agricultural Classes.

The Commissioner of the Agricultural Bu:
reau at Washington has just issued bis report
which contains & vast amount of . matter of
the highést interest. We have been struck in
glaucing over it by an article entitled,
“‘Health of Farmers' Families,” in which
some conclusiens are reached that are very
much at variance with those that usually have

wailed.

It has been usual from time immemoruble
to believe that the country is the source of
all health, of longevity, elasticity of spirits,
the very fountain-head of rhyliul enjoyment,
the land where are located the fountains of
perpetual youth. What mountains of idyilic
composition have been created 1n praise of
bucolic delights ; and yet in the face of this,
the stern statistics of the inexorable Commis
sioner demonstrates that country lite is ‘“vita
brevis,” and that the insane asylums recruit
more largely from the ranks of the farmer
than from any ether. This assortion, at one
fell blow, du{wl to the earth all those beauti
ful creations which have been our delight
from the days of the poctical Theocrites down
to those of the luurate Tennyson. What be-
comes of our Amaryliis and Dapbnis, of Her-
man and of Dorothea, and of the thousand
other characte:s whose rursl loves and pas-
toral experiences have been our delight in all
ages? i W
This report, based upon_the statistics of
Ohio, Pennsylvania and Massadhusctis, showe
that from a seventh to one-fourth of the pati-
ents in the various insane asylumns were from
the farming classes. The largest proportion
is from Ohio; the smallest from Penusyl-
vania: )

In examining the two questions, why is the
farmer more liable to insanity than the citi-
zen? and why does he not average a longer
life? the writer adopts the comclusion that
the reason may be found in a lack of educa-
tion and intelligence among these classes.—
Insanity is in a large majority of cases, the
result of pursuing & narrow,unvarying routine
of thought, of dwelling too constautly upon
one idea, as for instance, in the case of many
inventors; or those afflicted with some heavy
grief; of the incessant atiention of the mind
20 any single study. This fact, it is claimed,
expluivs the tendency of farmers to insanity
—they exercise their minds upon an extreme-
Jy limited number of subjects— there is a
‘sameness and tameness about their life, and &
paucity of subjects for contemplation most
dangerous 10 meutal integrity.’

These facts, with the addition of the exp
stres to which the farmer is necessitated, the
quantity and quality of the food with which
he destroys bis digestive powers, the lack of
jodicious attention to dress, and more than
all, the hardships, inatiention, frequent bruj
tality, unappreciation and unnecessary cruel-
ties to which farmers' wives are subject, are
the eauses assigned for the prevalence of in-
sanity and want of longevity among our
farmin, lation.

of cglrv:g‘:he writer does not suppose that
such is the condition which aitends every far-
mer, but only that it is too much the case
with the masses. In all time the agricultural
element of society has furnished its quota of
great men—of statesmen, orators, poets, phil-
osophers and patriots—but still this does not
invalidate the conclusion relative to a large
proportion of those who till the soil.

What is needed to correct this evil is a
more general dissemination of intelligence, &
broader scope in their intellectual vision, &
higher rank_in the scale of intellectuality,
and more than all the elevation of the far-
mer's wife into the position of & respected,
trusted companion, instead of being, as she
now is too often, the slave of her husband,
the dispirited, brokendown drudge of the

The ‘
results pointed to are, that some sixty or
seventy journeymen have been compelled
to leave the town, while those who keep
boot and shoe stores have suffered severely ‘

of Ready Made Boots and Shoes from |
Montreal and other places is highly injuri- {
ous to the Manufacturing interests of the |
Town as well as to the prosperity of the |
Town generally, for the following reasons : |
tst, that the amount of Boots and Shoes [
annually imported would give steady em- |
ployment to at least, 100 additional jour- l
neymen, who, with their families, would |
add materially to the population as well as
to the prosperity of the place, and would
in turn furnish considerable employment |
to many other mechanics and laborers.— |
2nd, that the amount of money (which at |
a low estimate amounts annually to $10
or 850,000) would be kept in the place, |
which would assuredly make moncy much
more plentiful than it now is. 3rd, that ‘
the large increase in the number of work- |
ing men with their families would furnish
a market for many articles of produce
which the farmers now find it almost im-
possible to sell, and would thus bea great
benefit to all classes, both in Town and
country, and would eventually be a benefit
to the merchants themselves.
