CONSENT TO MARRIAGE NEEDED.

The equalisation of the sexes "has 
now brought about a considerable 
change In the law relating to the mar­
riage of a minor.

Since the passing of Lord Hard- 
Wicke’^ Act lit 1753, such a marriage 
has required the consent of the father 
only, so long as he lived. It was a 
right of which none could deprive him, 
however unfitted he might be to exer­
cise it.

After October 1, when the new 
Guardianship ot Infants Act comes In­
to operation, the mother’s consent as 
well as the father’s will he required, 
so long as husband and wife are liv­
ing together. If father and mother 
fail to agree, recourse may be had to ; 
a court of law—High Court, county 
court, or court ot summary jurisdic­
tion, at their option. The child can ' 
perhaps appeal, too, and hope to wear : 
out obdurate parents by taking them ; 
to one court after another.

I soie person having the right is simi­
larly Inaccessible consent may be dis­
pensed with altogether, or one of the 
courts mentioned may be invited to 
consent instead.

This is a useful provision, for when 
the father has vanished or become 
mad the only practical way out of the 
difficulty hit.herto/has been to put up 
the banns. This was a hardship upon 
Roman Catholics and others whose 
scruples made them object to a cere­
mony according to. the rites ot the 
Churcl^of England. And if it happen­
ed that the marriage could not stand 
over for the necessary three weeks— 
for instance where one ot the parties 
was going abroad—it could not take 
place at all.

Under the new Act the right ot con­
sent is lost in various ways. It the 
parents are divorced or separated by 
agreement it goes with#the custody of 
the child. If one deserts the other on­
ly the one who is deserted will have 
it. If both parents are deprived by a 
court of the custody the right will go 
to the person whom the custody is 
committed by the order.

« • • • •
Illegitimate minors have not within 

recent years required any consent to 
their marriages as they have no law­
ful parents. They must henceforth 
obtain the consent of their mothers.

It Would seen that if a wife deserts 
her husband and takes her child with 
her it will not be she but her husband 
who will have the right to ’consent 
when the child comes to be married. 
The Act is silent as to what is to hap­
pen where the parents have been div­
orced without any order for custody 
being made. /

Whenever the marriage of a minor 
is to take place otherwise than by 
banns the written consents ot the per­
sons named in the Act must in future 
be procured. In the case of marriage 
in church after banns, which is the 
way most people marry, this will not 
be necessary, and unless any ot such 
persons express their dissent to the 
clergyman before the ceremony is per­
formed it will go through as hereto­
fore.
