THE TRADE OF THE NORTH WES­
TERN COUNTIES.

There is to be a great meeting in To­
ronto to night, for the purpose of testing 
public opinion there on tne question of 
voting $250,000 to the narrow gauge. 
Mr. Laidlaw has a long letter on the sub­
ject in the Leader of Monday, from which 
we make the following extract :—The 
strife between the T. G. & B. and the W. 
G. & B. railroad companies, is virtually a 
struggle between the citizens of Toronto 
and Hamiltcn for the trade of the North­
western portion of this peninsula. If the 
W. G. & B. company succeed in building 
their railway across the Grand Trund at 
Guelph, and up to Elora and Fergus, they 
will, of course, run traffic to Hamilton for 
less than they will carry it over the G. 
W. R, to Toronto. Reshipment on the 
Grand Trunk at Guelph is not to be 
thought of, as it is the exclufàvc traffic of 
the North-we«t that incites the Great 
Western to support with its countenance 
the W. G. & B. Co. The failure of the 
Toronto, Grey and Bruce Companv| to 
build their line, would be the signal for 
all the Municipalities in the North-west 
to move in support of the W. G. & B. as 
the next best project. The Hamilton peo­
ple had the trade of the country in dis­
pute, down the old Brock Road, before 
the G. T. R. to Guelph was built, and 
their connections being formed, they have 
kept it, and the increase, pretty much to 
themselves until lately. The G. T. R. 
Co., more anxious to move freight to the 
eastern sections of the line, left the stuff 
seeking shipment from Guelph to Lake 
Ontario, very much to the G. W. R. and 
Hamilton and Guelph merchants. Toron­
to merchants unsupported by the G. T. R. 
preferred operating In Hamilton. Know­
ing the value of the trade for which they 
fear competition, the citizens of Hamilton 
are much more alive to the necessity of 
the killing of the Toronto road, than we 
are to the necessity of securing a fair 
share of the trade of that rich country to 
this city. The trade to be derived from 
the Toronto, Grey, and Bruce railway 
would exceed the business presently de­
rived from both the Northern (excepting 
lumber) and Great Western railways.
