STORM KINGONIHE RAMPAGE
Houses and Barns Levelled to 

tha Ground in Its Fury.

Around Bunabo the Sight Was a Remark­

able Sight, Surpassing Anything 

Known to the Oldest Inhabitants— 

From Toronto to Pen jtanguisheue and 
Wiarton Felt the Dire Effects—Narrow 

Escape of Several Children.

Dumbo, Ont., June 24.—A cyclone 
passed immediately north of this 
place Saturday night at 6.48 o’clock, 
taking everything in its path. It 
was ii, remarkable sight. None of the 
oldest inhabitants have seen any­
thing like it. Fences and trees were 
thrown into the air sky-high. The 
residence of James Gatten, lot 14, 
7th concession, Blenheim, was wiped 
entirely from the ground. Mrs. Cat­
ien escaped by running away, and 
Mr. Gatten jumped into the cellar. 
The next residence was Mr. Foes, 
lot. 12, same concession. The entire 
upstairs of his brick residence and 
burns were wrecked, but no one was 
hurt. Several line barns and rési­
dences hud narrow escapes. Farther 
on another barn went into the air, 
which is supposed to belong to Jas. 
Cowan. There is great damage to 
fences, orchards and crops. rPhe peo­
ple of Dumbo village are devoutly 
thankful for their narrow escape.

A meet ing was held at 1U o’clock 
Saturday night and special arrange­
ments made for immediate aid to the 
sufferers.

Children Narrowly Escaped.

Fenetanguishene, Ont., June 24.— 
One of the most severe storms in 
years of wind, thunder and light­
ning, with hail and rain, passed over 
this place Saturday afternoon. Four 
children in James Wright’s house on 
the Ordinance Reserve were struck. 
One had her shoe torn off her foot. 
Two were C. A. Nettlvtoil’s children 
and two of Mrs. Wright’s. A dog, 
which was lying between them, was 
instantly killed, and the chair on 
which one of the Nett let on children 
sat was smashed to atoms. The 
house took fire, but the fire was ex­
tinguished before much damage was 
done to it.

ISarn Fired by Lightning.

Camilla, Ont.., June 24.—During a 
heavy thunderstorm on Saturday, 
which passed over this section at 5 
p.m., Mrs, Dugeon, who lives two 
miles west of here, had her barn and 
contents destroyed by fire, caused by 
lightning. It was One of the best 
barns around here. Loss about $2,- 
000, partly covered by insurance.

Another ltarn Destroyed.

Wiarton, Ont., June 24. — About 
4.30 o'clock Saturday aft ernoon a 
terrible thunderstorm, accompanied 
by hail and torrents of rain, struck 
this place, shattering glass in every 
direction. A barn belonging to 
Mr. Mallard of Oxcnden, was struck 
by lighting and burned to the ground 
in a few minutes. Some of the 
hailstones were as large as hen's 
eggs.

Damage at WIngham.

Wingham, Ont., June 24.—A terri­
ble hailstorm passed over this sec­
tion Saturday afternoon. It was the 
worst of its kind ever seen here, and 
carried great destruction with it. 
Tha crops suffered severely, and gen­
eral damage was inflicted, may win­
dows in town being broken.

Car Conductor Stunned.

Toronto, June 24.—The thunder­
storm on Saturday evening was by 
far the worst in the district for a 
long time. The forked lightning was 
extremely vivid. The only accident 
here was I. Wilson, the conductor of 
t he street car from Kingston road to 
East Toronto, who was struck un­
conscious for a few minutes on his 
car. lie did not. seem to have been 
injured badly, with the exception of 
the shock to his nervous system.

Two Children Hu rut to Death.

Sherbrooke, Que., .1 une 24.—Satur­
day night a distressing event hap­
pened in the family of B. Dcsecroch- 
ers, a teamster of Windsor street. 
His sons, aged 3 and 12, were in the 
hayloft with a lantern. The young­
est. slipped down the iron-bound rack 
reaching to the manger. The lantern 
exploded and set lire to the hay. The 
oldest of the boys made a frantic at­
tempt to release the little fellow, 
notwithstanding the raging of the 
flames, but finding it impossible, he 
escaped, but yesterday morning died 
from his serious burns.

HI* Life Crushed Out.

Clarksburg, Ont., June 24.—Mr. 
Joseph Sout, one of the most highly 
respected citizens of this district, 
was instantly killed yesterday. Mr. 
Sout was driving to this place from 
his home in Euphrasia. township, 
ami. coming down a hill, the neck- 
yoke fastening came off, which allow­
ed the wagon to run upon the horses, 
causing them to run away. Mr. Sout 
was thrown in front of the wheels, 
and the loaded wagon passed over 
him with fatal results. Deceased 
was about 50 years of age.

Bowmanville, Ont , June 24.—A ter­
rible and fatal accident happened on 
the Grand Trunk Railway east oi tha

C. P. R. STRIKE SITUATION.
Both Ends Are Still Winning, 

According to Reports.

As Soon as One Side Says One Thins the 

Other Side Follows With Its Opposite 

—President Wilson Admonishes the 

Men to Stand Firm and Assures Them 

They Will W in-Mr. Timmerman Says 

Track Is Properly Patrolled.

Toronto. June 25.—Yesterday saw 
no change in the situation of the 
t aiia-lian Pacific Railway trackmen’s 
strike. The men in Toronto are still 
out, and look forward to winnit 
the light. The officials say that 
many of the trackmen have gone 
back to work, and that the entire 
system has not as yet been affected 
by the men going out.

1 he reports given out by the strik­
ers and the officials yesterday were 
as conflicting as ever. As soon as one 
side heralds a sign of victory, it is 
repudiated by the other, and so it 
has been since the strike started. 
I he strikers claim that from Toron­
to to Montreal no men arc working.

Chairman Wilkinson of the local 
Strike Committee received a letter 
from President Wilson, stating that 
the prospects for winning were never 
brighter, and urging the men to re­
main out until there was a settle- 
m. nt in their favor. President Wil­
son expressed himself as being proud 
of the attitude of the strikers in this 
light.

Mr. Timmerman’s Assurances.

The story of tfce men that the 
track was not properly patrolled was 
denied by General Superintendent 
Timmerman. He declared that re­
ports received by him were to the 
effect that the tracks were being 
properly looked after, and that every 
day strikers were returning to their 
duties. Mr. Timmerman also denied 
the statement of President Wilson 
that the bridgemen had joined hands 
with the strikers.

No Change at Winnipeg.

Winnipeg. June 25.—The C. P. R. 
strike situation had no new features 
yesterday. The men say that there 
has been no word from Montreal re­
garding any move in the matter, and 
that they will not return to work un­
til such order comes. The company, 
on the other hand, state that they 
have enough men to keep the track 
in good order. In fact, Mr. Leonard 
states that on Superintendent Arne’s 
division there are more men than lie 
knows what to do with. A report 
was received from Revelstoke yes­
terday morning that the. men on 
that section had all quit work, and 
that there was not a man to bo had 
by the company. It is on this sec­
tion and through the mountains that 
the company have most to fear from 
the track not keeping in good con­
dition.

The railway authorities here. on 
being informed of the report that the 
Imperial Limited west-bound is be­
ing held at Calgary, say that there 
is no truth in the statement, and 
that trains are running through, and 
delays west of Calgary have been 
only temporary. The track, affected 
by a small washout due to the rain 
of Sunday, will be repaired in a few 
hours.

What the Company Reports.

Montreal, June 25.—The C. F. R. 
Company gives out the following: 
The meeting of other organizations 
that was to have been held in Mont­
real on Sunday, to sympathize with 
the C. P. R. trackmen, did not ma­
terialize. The sympathy seems to be 
with the railway, who pays its em­
ployes the top wages.

the WIRE NAIL INDUSTRY.
K German Catholic Priest Founded 

It In America.
It was in Coviogton, Ky., that the first 

wire nails were made in America. In 
1875 Father Goebel was pastor in charge 
of St. Augustine's Catholic church iu 
that city.

Before he came to this country from 
Germany he had seen Frenchmen and 
Germans hammering nails out of wire. 
When he had established himself in the 
ministry at Covington, he opened a forge 
in an old outbuilding standing in a brick­
yard. He started the making of wire 
hails, first by hand, and gradually one 
improvement after another came to his 
mind and was carried out until the nails 
made were more useful and could be 
made move cheaply. Soon after he began 
he improved upon the old nail by cutting 
barbs in its sides, and by this they were 
made to bold more firmly. Then to ac­
celerate his work he made a die, into 
which he slipped the wire, that had been 
cut to proper lengths, and while resting 
on those dies the head was pounded on 
the nail. On an anvil he hammered on 
the point, and the barbs were cut in the 
sides by hand. It was the nail that is 
made today, but the production was so 
expensive that it was impracticable for 
ordinary use.

It was about this time that the French 
introduced a machine that would do what 
Goebel was doing by hand, and as soon 
as the latter heard of it he imported one 
of these machines. The introduction of 
this machine was the real beginning of 
the wire nail industry in this country on 
a large scale. It was a queer machine 
when it was received, hut the principle 
was right, and the great machines that 
today turn out hundreds of thousands of 
nails a day are constructed on identically 
the same plan. It was operated by hand, 
and the speed was GO nails a minute. 
Goebel attached a flywheel, geared it to 
steam and by other improvements in­
creased the machine’s speed to double 
this capacity, which was as many as 20 
or 30 men working by hand could pro­
duce. This was the “single header” ma­
chine. making one nail at each stroke, 
and this machine produces with its pres­
ent improvements as high ns 415 nails a 
minute, while the double headers, produc­
ing two nails at a stroke, turn out from 
5Ô0^to G00 a mhvite, o- a total of 30,000
