But it must not be 
forgotten that the Eastern Townships,

last Pa liament. In addition to this, 
seven seats were carried by Patrons, 
McCurthyites or independent oppon­
ents of the straight Government can­
didates. As a matter of fact, Tupper 
candidates In Ontario lost twenty seats 
which were represented by straight 
supporters of the Government during 
the last Parliament. As compared 
with the position of the parties at dis­
solution, the late Government suffered 
more seriously in Ontario than In any 
province of the Confederation, except 
British Columbia and the Territories. 
And but for the gerrymander the Lib­
eral representation from this Province 
would have been very much greater. 
As It is, west of this city, with one 
exception, the Parliamentary contin­
gent is solidly Liberal.

The hollowness of the cry of French 

domination, raised Against the new 
Government at Ottawa, was fitly ex­
emplified when the election of a 
Speaker of the House of Commons was 
(proceeded with. (Premier Laurier 
having proposed Mr. J. D. Edgar, Sir 
Charles Tupper, afraid to show the 
weakness of his following, did not 
carry out the threat of Sir Adolphe 
Caron to divide the House, but felt 
in duty bound to protest that the 
French-speaking members were be­
ing unfairly dealt with because Mr. 
Edgar, an English-speaking repre­
sentative, was proposed as Speaker 
by the Government, and not a 
French-speaking member. One would 
have thought that if there was to be 
any complaint on this score it would 
have come with 'better grace from the 
Liberal French-speaking members, but 
Sir Charles rushed in with the objec­
tion, though every member on the Lib­
eral side, no matter what his mother 
tongue, was satisfied with the nom­
ination of the member tor West Onta­
rio.

It seems impossible to please the 
new Opposition. Its members have 
been so long In power that they find 
it most difficult to reconcile them­
selves to the situation of reasonable 
critics. While in the constituencies 
where Hon. Messrs. Paterson and 
Blair are seeking re-election, the most 
crafty appeals are made to any pre­
judices that can toe stirred up by the 
false cry of “French domination,” and 
the complaint is made that too many 
Ministers have been chosen from Que­
bec, here we have the leader of these 
politicians protesting that the Quebec 
contingent is toeing unfairly dealt with 
because another high office in the gift 
of the dominant party is not award­
ed to a French-Canadian, but is filled
