The premier, after expressing his ap-
preciatica of the warmth of the wel-
come, veferred to Sarnia’s connection
with Hon. Alex.

Hon. Mr. Sifiton
was improving on the page taken firom
the hisitory of the United States, by se-
lecting only desirable European immi-
grants, and had -dome more {for the
immigration policy of the country than
all his predecessors had done, The pre-
mier defended conditional subsidizing of
railways inl sparsely seittled districts.
