A battery of 15-pounders,
placed not far off, suddenly opened
fire and practically  annihilated +the
party. A Boer ambulance was later
on seen collecting the dead and wound-
ed. The Boers are trying to form a
brigade drift across Klip River, scuth
of Umbulwana Hill, evidently for the
purpose of permitting the passage of
wagons and artiliery in their retire-
ment from Colenso. Our guns are pre-
venling this work beingz carried on.”

INNISKILLINGS LOS HEAVILY.

A Colenso special, dated Sunday,
says:—In the attempt of the Innis-
killing's Friday evening to rush the
Boer position on Pieter’s Hill, the Boer
fire was so terrible, when the infantry
emerged from the cover of the trees.
that almost every man in the leading
half of the company fell wounded.

MURDER AT MAFEKING.

London, Feb. 28.—Mr. Paerslow, the
correspondent of ftthe Daily Chronicle
at Mafekinlg, who had previously been
reported accidentally shot and Kkilled
on ‘Nov. 2nd, was, it appears from the
diary of a Morning Post correspond-
ent, and from a létter received by
the Daily Chronicle, murdered by
Lieut. Murchison, of the British artil-
iery, reputed to be a man of fine pro-
fessicnal abilities. It seems ‘that Mr.
Paerslow and Lileut. Murchison had
dined together, and when they were
strolling across the square 'Murchison
was seen to draw a revolver and to
Kill his companion. An inquest was
held, and a finding of wilful murder
was returned. Lieut. Mwurchison will
be tried by court-martial.

FOREIGNERS LEAVING.

Cronje’s capitulation, says this morn-
ing:—“On a moderate estimate one-
tenth of the Boer army has been tak-
en out of the account by the capture
of Gen. Cronje. The battle of Paarde-
berng is a miniatere Sedan. To-mor-
row the whole of Gen. Roberts’ army,
45.000 men. will be ready for a fresh
advance, if, indeed, the start be not
made to-dayv. The objective must be
the next Boer army of importance,
which is in Natal. The mnext move,
therefore, with a view of drawing the
Beer army from Natal, implies an
advance on Bloemfontein, or some
point on the railway between Bloem-
fontein and Wymberg, which would
sever the connection hetween
the Boers in  Niatal and those
south of the Orange River.
If the Boers make a stand west of
Bloemflontein, so much the better.
With 45,000 men Lord Roberts may well
be able to envelop and destroy a re-
spectable force there. The effect of
the Paardeberg victory will probably
be a movement northward of the Boer
forces, south of Orange River. In
Naital the effect will be mloral, rather
than strategical. The effect of elation
on one side and of depression on the
other will be equal, for the moment,
to the addition of a brigade to Gen.
Buller's forces. The Boers in Natal
have to face a crisis. If they send
troops to the Free State, they will
sacrifice the whole result of the long
‘campaign before Ladysmith. Not to
send them will be to render probably
a second and still more important
victory by Lord Roberts a few days
hence.”

TALK OF PEACE.

The Cape Town correspondent
Daily Telegraph, telegraphing Monday,
says:—‘“There is talk of peace in the air.
The English organ of the Afrikander Bund
proposes ‘the forma'tion of wa conciliation
committee, the object being, of course, to
save  Boer dndependence. While Tood
toberts was holding Cronje at Paardeberg,
it is understood that Gen. French was
moviing towards Bloenfontein.”” Afrikander
Bund congress has been postponed. The
explanation given is that owing to the en-
forcement of martial law in several dis-
tricts the members might possibly be
unable to attend.

CONGRATULATIONS.

It is understood that the Queen and ithe
Prince of Wales have received a telegram
of generous congratulation from Emperor
William on the wictory of Paardeberg.
King Humbert and Queen Margherita also
wired congra'tulations to the Queen.

BOERS QUIT ARUNDEL.

Arundel, Monday, Feb. 26.—The Boers,
under Britisi pressure, have evacuated
their positions in this neighborhoeod, amd
are retiring northward. In the fighting
Lereabouts their loss is thought to have
been considerable, as 23 graves were
found.

Maladmiaisiration.
Montreal Witness (Liberal).

The appointment of Mr. McShane to
the position of harbor master in the
port of 'Montreal will, it is angrily as-
serted in trade circles, lose the Govern-
ment thousands of votes in the next
general election. As to that, the poli-
ticians ‘have no doubt made their own
calculations. Venal politicians, who
consider that business interests must
not be allowed to stand in the way of
partisan politics, have been besieging
the Harbor Commissioners for a year
and a half past in the interest of Mr.
McShane, and the majority of the com-
missioners have yielded to this impor-
tunity by making such an appointment
as shows how far party politiciang ap-
pointed to a public trust are willinz
to go in the direction of betraying the
business interests at the behest of the
Government. The present administra-
tion got the support of many honest
men because of the maladministration
of their predecessors, yet in this in-
stance they have outshamed their op-
ponents. The salary and allowances of
Captain Howard, the late harbor mas-
ter, amounted to $3,400, and his assist-
ant’s salary was $1,000, making a total
of $4.400. Captain Bourassa, who has
fulfilled all the duties of the office for
several years past, has been paid $2,-
350. His salary ‘has now been raised
to $2,500, with allowances for horse, and
Mr. McShane gets $3,000. 'Therefore,
the shipping interests of Montreal now
have to bear a burden of $5,500, against
a burden of $4,400 in what [Liberals
have hitherto considered the palmiest
days of Conservative corruption. As
the individual cannot offend against
common honesty with impunity, so the
present Government will hardly escape
some retribution for such flagrant of-
fences against the public trust as these.
Those who have thus increased the
burdens of the port, while at the same
time reducing its efficiency, are the
same men who reduced the salary of
the chief engineer about two years ago
by $1,000, ostensibly in the interests of
economy, but réally at the bidding cf the
Government, the object being to drive
the chief engineer from office. We
would again urge the business interests
of this port to send a delegation to
wait upon the Government at Ottawa
with a strong protest against this ap-
pointment. We hope that the Govern-
ment as a whole, if acquainted with
the circumstances of this appointment
by business men, will protect the in-
teresits of the port.
