Mr. Chamberlain Favors Their Re-
newal—Massacred Near Tripoli
—Paris’ Last Sensation.

Outrageous Treatment of Prisoners

LoxpoN, June 17.—It is announced
that Rt. Hon. Mr. Chamberlain, col-
onial secretary, is so much interested in
the colonial congress that he has de-

gress. The Pacific cable congress con-
tinued its labors to-day with closed
doors, as before, and at the close of the
sitting adjourned for a fortnight.

: A dispatch received in Paris from
Tunis this evening, announces that a
report is current there that the Marqnis
de Mores, well known in New York and
the western part of the United States,
with a party of 45 men, has been killed
south of Tripoli. It is added that all
those who accompanied the Marquis
were massacred. He was on his way,
according to the report, to the Soudan
in order to enlist an Arab chieftain
against the British.

President Crespo of Venezuela has is-
sued a proclamation inviting political
refugees to return to Venezuela. He
will instruct the Venezuela consuls
abroad to furnish free passage in cases
in which they are needed.

In order to displace American flour, a
Singapore dispatch to the Times reports
that the Manila Chamber of Commerce
asks for protection on wheat growing in
the highlands of the Philippines. It is
also proposed to boycott American pe-
troleum.

The Paris authorities have captured
the murderers of the Baroness Novalles
who was found. strangled at her home
yesterday afternoon in this city. Three
youths have been arrested for the crime.
The chief culprit is named La Guenis
and is seventeen years old. He was
formerly employed as an-errand boy by
the Baroness who was eighty-two years
old, and who was notorious as a miser,
money lender and usurer. The youth-
ful criminals had robbed the old woman
and had spent the proceeds in the Latin
quarter,

The Governor of the Island of Crete
has convoked the Cretan assembly.
The Governor-General of Crete has tele-
graphed the porte that the Christians
burned the houses and olive trees of the
Mussulmane of Hanuofr .and destfqved:
one mosque by dvnamite. i

A Belgrade disgatch says the royal
commission which went to Posarevac to
investigate the cruelties in the prison
there, report that the prison keepers are
guilty of many revolting crimes. Many
political prisoners were found in dun-
geons with their hands withered, they
having been hung up by the hands for
weeks at a time. The tongues of others
had been cut out and twenty were with-
outears and noses. One woman had
been held before a hot fire end slowly
roasted for withholding information.
The King was so enraged when he heard
the report that it was with difficulty
that his ministers prevented him from
going to Posarevac and personally pun-
ishing the prison officers.

A despatch from Vienna to the Stan-
dard says the international commission
has decided to discontinue the annual
feed and grain market, owing to the
foreiyn merchants’ objection to meet in
anti-Semitic Vienna. The fair will
probably be transferred to Buda Pesth.

The Press Association announces that
there is reason to believe that both the
colonial office and the foreign office have
received official reports of a Venezuelan
incursion into the territory in dispute
between Venezuela and British Guiana.

WRECKED AT SEA.

Loxpon, June 17.—A telegram has
been receivéd at the Admiralty office
from the commander of the warship
Sybille respecting the loss of the Drum-
mond Castle. The contents of the tele-
gram have not been divulged, but it
appears that the boats of the

‘thing possible was done to save life.

Brest, June 17.—As the duy wore on
the hope of rescuing any great number
of survivors of the Drummond Castle
began to disappear, particularly when a
despatch from Ushant, this evening,
announced that the steamship did not
sink as the result of a collision with an
unknown vessel, but through running
on a sunken rock while hugging the
French coast too closely after heading
towards the British Channel from the
Bay of Biscay.

Ushant is an important lighthouse and
signal station on a small island of that
name off the coast of Britanny and
twenty-six miles northwest of this port.
Near it are 2 number of small islands,
including St. Michael’s, Conquest and
others of lesser importance. Ail these
islands are being searched for survivors
of the Drummond Castle, but as she
sank and disappeared entirely in
about three minutes after striking the
rock, there is not much hope of finding
many, if any, of the passengers or crew
alive, Only two boats, it appears, were
launched from the steamship, owing to
the rapidity with which she filled, and
one of these is believed to have been
capsized.

According to seafaring men here, the
Drummond Castle while going at full
speed, must have struck on a ledge of
rock which extended seaward a short
distance from Ushant and the blow must
have been severe enough to rip open the
greater part of her bottom. It is thought
she must have slid over the rocks while
in this damaged condition and must
have sunk almost like lead in the deep
water on the other side of them, all her
water tight compartments having been
torn open while passing over the ledge.
This is the only explanation which can
be furnished here of the almost
unprecedented short time in
which the steamship sank. This
also accounts for the few people saved,
as 8 majority of those on-board must
‘have been asleep in their berths at the
time* the vessél struck. Latefin the
day the officials of the Castle line of
steamships issued a statement saying
that the Drummond ‘Castle had been

Ushant and not by being sunk in col-
lision with an unknown steamer as at
first reported from Ushant.

It has been ascertained that the rock
on which the Drummond Castle struck
was very near the Island of Molene,
which is about half way between Ushant
and the mainland of France. Six bodies
which have been thus far recovered were
washed ashore on the Island of Ushant.

The Standard states thatit has learned
from the colonial office that among the
passengers on the Drummond Castle
were many who had taken part in the
recent events in South Africa.

BURKE’S PEERAGE.

Judgment Against the Owners for An In-
correct Entry.

LoxDpox, June 18.—Hon. James Burke
Roche instituted a suit for libel against

the proprietors of Burke’s Peerage some
time ago for an entry in that publication
that he had been divorced from his wife,
the daughter of Frank Work of New
York. The proprietors of Burke’s Peer-
age have now comsented to a verdict
against them on that point, and
the High Court of Justice will be
moved to accept this verdict on the un-
dertaking by the proprietors of Burke’s
Peerage to pay Burke Roche’s costs,
publish an apology in the newspapers,
give a nominal sum to charity, and
-promisetorefuse-tosell ‘the vemaining
numbers of the Peerage containiug the
entry. When Burke Roche some months
libel suit against
William Redmond’s Dublin newspaper
because of a similar statement,
the principal defence filed was that
Burke’s peerage had also published an
allegation that he had been divorced
without, apparently, having been chal-
lenged by him. This was the origin of
his suit. against Burke’s peerage, and
the verdict now consented to will place
Redmond’s paper in an awkward pre-
dicament.

UNITED STATES POLITICS.

Lonpon, June 18. The Times, in com-
menting upon the assertions made by
its New York correspondent, says:
President Cleveland’s letter (calling
upon the gold standard Democrats to
make a fight for their principles) is very
gensible, but it is a trifle tame.

Sir Joseph Colmer on the Proposed
Imperial Zollverein—Com-
mereial Federation.
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The Burghers and Their Prisoners
—Starvation ih Armenia—Lord
Kelvin Banqueted.

Lonpon, June 16.—8ir Joseph G. Col-
mer, secretary to the Canadian High
Commissioner in London, made aspeech
which referred to a motion made by Mr.
Osler of Toronto, at the recent congress
of chambers of commerce of the empire,
bearing on the advantages arising from
a closer union of the empire and which
would justify an arrangement as nearly
as possible in the nature of a zollverein.
Sir Joseph declared that a zollverein is
impracticable just now owing to the fact
that some of the colonies were unable to
face the decrease in revenue that would
follow. He also suggested that the duties
on tea, coffee and cereals from the colon-.
ies be reduced to one-half of the present
amount, and moved that the conference
should urge the government to abrogate
as soon as possible the articles of the
treaties with Belgium and Germany
which prevent the colonies from giving
preferential treatment to' British goods.
The motion was adopted.

A special dispatch from Johannesburg
says that at a banquet given on Satur-
day to Barney Barnato, Mr. John Hays
Hammond toasted the Burghers, saying
that they were the best friends of the
prisoners. After the latter had been
sentenced they were the first to sign a
petition for clemency. Mr. G. Farrar,
another of the released reformers, said
the prisoners pleaded guilty because
they were guilty, and believed that good
would come out of the movement.

Prof. 8imon Newcombe, of Washing-
ton, spoke at the banquet given to-night
to Lord Kelvin_on the occasion of the
celebration of his jnbilee asProfessor of
Natural Philosephy at Glasgow Univer-
pity. Prof. Newcombe dwelt upon the
reputation which Kelvin enjoyed in the
United States. He was as well known
there, said the speaker, as in England.
The American naval service was in
many ways indebted to*Lord Kelvin,
whose name was more familiar to its
officers than that of any other man, ow-
ing to his work in magnetic inventions
for deep sea sounding and navigation.

The Daily News has a despatch from
Constantinople which says: ¢ Miss
Shattuck, the courageous American who
remained at Oorfa during the outrages,
‘has been forbidden to send orphans
{ here despite the fact that the people of
Oorfa are dying of starvation. Mrs.
Lee. wife of the American missionary
at Marash, was not allowed to leave
there with her children until the Ameri-
can charee d’affaires, Mr. John Riddle,
had intervened. She was peremptorily
forbidden to bring away Armenian
children with her.”

Indications are shown of the growth
of the Monarchist party in Brazil. It is:
Alfonso Celso de Assis Fugueredo,
Visconde de Ouro Preto, former minis-
ter of the empire, who is the soul of the
actual monarchial agitation. It is
hoped by the monarchists that the
daughter of Dom Pedro II., Isabel,
Countess de Eaun, will ascend the throne
a8 Empress Isabel I. The monarchists
recently got nickel coins of 100 and
200 reis stamped, bearing on one side
the head of the Countess de
Eau, with the inscription ‘‘Isa-
bel I, 1896,”” and on the other
*‘Imperio de Brazil, 100 reis.”’ It i
reported on good authority that the"
monarchial party, before attempting =
stroke in Rio de Janeiro, aime first fo
secure one of the states of the federation
in which to establish headquarters. The
monarchists confess, in a manifesto
published on May 13 (anniversary day
of the abolition of slavery in Brazil by
Dom Pedro II.), that Donna Isabel has
absolutely nothing to do with the actual
movement.

CROPS IN MANITOBA.

WinNiPEG, June 17.—(Special)—The
Manitoba crop bulletin, No. 49, the first
of the year, containing information
based on returns to the department
made by correspondents ‘under date of
June 1, is out to-day.- The bulletin
gives the following as the estimated area
under crop for the province: Wheat,
1,081,900 acres; oats, 443,445 acres; bar-
ley, 127,885 acres. The total area un-
derall crops is 1,696,583 acres,while that
of last vear was 1,887,796, showing a de- "
creasa of 191,213 acres. Not since 1883,
when crop bulletins were first issued by
this department has there been such a
wet season for seeding. The Red River
valley and all the low lying districts
have suffered on account of too much
rain. Notwithstanding, however, the
late opening of spring, and the con-
tinued raius in April and the early part
of May, the area under crop, although
less than that of 1895, which was ab-
normally high on account of the exceed-
ingly favorable time for seeding, is an
increase of more than 100,000 acres over
1894. The crop prospects at present are
of the brightest.
