The ishvoshtnik, as the droeky driver 
Is called, never uses a whip, but he car­
ries one tucked under the leather apron, 
and when his horse does not respond 
promptly to his voice, or he is ordered 
to “scurry,” he reaches down to it and 
says something which means "Come 
pretty pigeon, make use of thy lags,’’ and 
without further orders the beautiful 
animal skims over the ground like a 
bird.

"Hold on, for God’s sake, little father, 
we torn the corner,” the driver often 
says, and although the average foreigner 
does not understand the meaning of the 
words, he can always ' recognise it as a 
warnitig. To make the horses slow up 
the reins are slackened,. When he wants 
to hurry, the driver pulls gently at the 
animal’s mouth. The droeky always 
has the right of way. People who are 
run over are arrested, and fined. Foot 
passengers have no business in the 
streets, and use the cross walks at their 
own risk. It always seems as tf both 
the horse aud the driver hurry the fas­
ter when they see a timid person trying 
to escape.

There are 37,000 droskies registered at 
police headquarters in St. Petersburg 
this summer, or oue to about every 83 
inhabitants, and during the winter sea­
son, when the wheeled vehicles are 
changed for sledges of similar pattern, 
large numbers of people come iu from 
the country with horses to earn a little 
extra money.

The iehvoshtniks lead a nomadic life 
in the streets of the capital. As In 
other cities, certain location» are indicat­
ed where they may stand and jvait for 
patronage, and when they are not en­
gaged they return to these stations to 
eat and sleep, and remain there day and 
night continuously. Regardless of the 
weather, the ht/rse may not see the in­
side of a stable, nor his driver the inside 
of a house for weeks at a time. Like 
the Bedouins of Arabia, they carry oats 
and hay constantly with them, and dur­
ing the intervals of employment feed
heir horses by means of noseibags. Near 

every hack stand is a shop where they 
can buy chopped hay and oats for their 
horses, and coffee, soup, tea and other 
rations for themselves. There are also 
many peddlers wandering about the 
streets from whom food and tea may be 
purchased. The aarimals are groomed 
as they are fed, when they are not wait­
ing for fares, aud their drivers are al­
ways rubbing and petting them. While 
waiting in front of a house or a shop 
the ishvoshtnik generally gives his horse 
a good rubbing down and talks to him 
as if he were a human being. He calls 
him ‘*my brother," “my little father,” 
“my sweetheart,” “my little white pi­
geon,” and has other affectionate phrases 
and terms of endearment, which the an­
imal seems to understand.

After spending one 
half of Ms intellectual life getting even 
with other men of ability, acquiring his 
supply of knowledge, the successful man 
goes ahead and beats his fellows In the race.

The great thing Is not to be discouraged, 
which means failure Inevitably, 
very Important thing is to remember that 
middle age Is really youth, or should be. 
Therefore, let the man of fifty not be 
ashamed or hesitate to do at fifty the 
work that he would do at thirty or twenty*.

Let the middle age* man simply say to 
himself, I am not old and I’ll prove it. I’ll 
take the work that comes.

There Is more wis­
dom in this regulation than at first appears 
for the whole town is built upon the lid 
of a gigantic underground cauldron, known 
as the Sprudee Kessel, from which issue 
the hot springs, which have given the place 
Its fame as’a health resort. The lid once 
broken through, a boiling geyser and scald­
ing flood would be the probable conse­quence.

At Uelzen, In Luneburg, the city authori­
ties have passed a by-law which finds more 
favor with women than with the sterner 
se*- Husbands must leave their clubs or 
public-houses In time enough to be home 
at eleven sharp. A fine of ten marks Is 
ttïe pemtity for Infringing this regulation, 
naif of it to go to the person—presumably 
the wife—who makes and proves the plaint.

If a hint might be offered to honeymoon 
couples It woùld be advisable that they 
should not go to Odessa for that pleasant 
holiday. Kissing—at least, kissing in public 
—Is a very serious offence against the code 
of Odessa legislators, and last January two 
engaged young couples found themselves ac­
tually arrested and heavily fined for what 
the judge very unkindly called “Shameless 
conduct In a public place.”.

Lucerne has on Its statute-book a law 
which fortunately Is not enforced, although 
it has never been repealed. It prohibits 
hnts more than 18 Inches In diameter, for­
bids the use of artificial flowers and import­
ed feathers, and orders that a license of 
40 pence a year shall be paid for the right 
to wear ribbons or silk or gauze.

French towns, too. have their share of 
curious legislature. We know that France’s 
nightmare is the dwindling of her popula­
tion. Givet, in the Ardennes, has taken 
this matter seriously to heart. In future, 
for all city offices fathers of families will 
be preferred to others, and married men 
generally before bachelors. More than this 
large money prizes will be given yearly to 
the beads of those families who hnvn sen* 
to school regularly the largest number of 
children. ,

Paris and Limoges both fiave laws which* 
the brain-workers of many Brllsh towns 
will deeply envy. In Parte no street music 
•Is allowed after 9 oclock In summer and 6 
In winter, while in Limoges bells must not 
be rung before 6 In winter or 5 on summer 
mornings.

Vienna has the severest cycling code of 
any cflty In Europe. No one may ride a 
bicycle in the streets without a certificate 
of proficiency. This applies especially to 
lady cyclists. Ladles have to mount and 
dismount from both sides of their wheels— 
show that they canttum corners, and ride 
in and out between a number of dummies. 
All cyclists are photographed by the police, 
and this photograph Is fitted into a little 
book containing the rules and regulations 
for cycling in the city. For this book the 
cyclist must pay four shillings 
pence.. Besides this, a huge br 
ber has to be worn conspicuously placed 
on the hand’e-bar of the machine.

PREHISTORIC EGYPT.

Interesting Discoveries Recently Made 
By Professor Petrie.

From the Utica Daily Press.
In a communication received from Geu. 

Charles W. Darling, the honorary secre­
tary at Utica, of the Egypt Exploration 
Fund, we are informed that the follow­
ing named remarkable relics of antiq­
uity have recently been found in Egypt.

“The recent discoveries of Egyptian 
antiquities by Prof. Petrie at Abdyos, 
has thrown much valuable light upou the 
prehistoric period of Egypt. This pre­
historic period includes the palaeolithic 
age of man, evidence of which has been 
discovered not only on the plateaux above 
the Nile, but also in the river valley. 
From borings which have been made 
through the deposit of Nile mud, Prof. 
Petrie argues that the date in the his­
tory of the world thus decided may be 
assigned to about 7,000 B. C. To this 
date he ascribes his earliest prehistoric 
graves, which, we are told, reveal a peo­
ple skilled in the manufacture of pottery, 
and acquainted with the use of copper. 
They possessed various forms of pottery 
stone vases, carved ivory and finely 
wrought implements. They also knew 
the art of weaving.

“At a later period of time, which can­
not be fixed chronologically, came an­
other wave of immigration, to take the 
place of the Libyan stock, which had 
previously immigrated into Egypt. It 
is thought that the later immigrants 
were Amorites from Syria. The new 
people introduced silver, lapis lazuli and 
haematite, and the amalgamation of the 
two races resulted in a brilliant epoch of 
art. Then appeared the most elaborate 
metal work; valuable beads of gold, tur­
quoise and amethyst. Still later came 
a degradation, which continued down to 
the foundation of the first dynasty. 
These researches are as far reaching, 
although not so striking, as the result 
of the discoveries of Prof. Petrie at Ab- 
ydos.

“The work of the Egypt Exploration 
Fund ou the royal tombs of the first 
Egyptian dynasties has proved, in some 
respects, more surprising than that of 
the past year, for the development of 
the civilization during some 400 years 
has been, clearly traced from the time 
when writing was but rarely used, and 
then only in a rude and pictorial stage, 
down to the common use of figured hier­
oglyphics indistinguishable from those 
used for thousands of years after. The 
finely wrought jewelry of gold and the 
engraved ivories of the time of Menes, 
fashioned more than 6,500 years ago, 
have been brought to light. From these 
we ascertain the names of three kings— 
Narmar, Qa., and a name written with a 
fish sign. The strangest object is a 
massive strip of gold with the name of 
Menes upon it. Of Zer, the successor of 
Menés, the astonishing find is the fore­
arm of his queen, still in its wrappings 
with four splendid bracelets intact. 
Prof. Petrie describes one of them to be 
a series o£ figures of the royal hawk 
perched on the tomb, consisting of thir­
teen figures in cast and chased gold, al­

ternating with fourteen carved in . tur­
quoise. The second bracelet is of spiral 
beads of gold and lazuli, iq three groups. 
The third bracelet « of tour groups o* 
uôurglasi* bêaas, amethyst between gold, 
with connections of gold and turquoise. 
The fourth bracelet has a centrepiece of 
gold with amethyst and turquoise beads 
and bands of braided gold wire.

“This brilliant and exquisitely finished 
group of jewelry shows what a high 
level was attained at the beginning of 
the first dynasty. The arm of this queen 
has the advantage of being carefully 
examined as found, and exact in the ar­
rangement of the ornaments. It had 
evidently been broken off by the first 
plunderers and hidden in a hole in the 
wall of the tomb, where it had remained 
undiscovered by those who, at a later 
period of time had cleared out the tomb. 
Relics of the same king have also been 
found, consisting of forty inscribed 
pieces of ivory and stone, and two lions 
carved in ivory. The great royal tomb­
stone has^ also been found broken in 
pieces which have been rejoined. Of king 
Den, the fifth of the first dynasty, 
twelve inscribed ivories have been dis­
covered, together with an impress’ of a 
beautiful royal seal 'Showing the king 
struggling with a hippopotamus and 
spearing a crocodile.”

Serious Allegations by a Former Confco 
Official Regarding Fraud and Murder. com-

From London Chronicle.
Mr. Edward Canlslus, an American, who 

for five years was In the employ of $he 
Congo Free State and one of the conces­
sionary rubber companies, being asked as 
to the position of affairs on the Congo, 
said:

“The recent statements of Capt. Lemaire 
missionaries, and others, that the condition 
of the country has shown some Improve­
ment of late are. In a way, true. As a re­
sult of the agitation In the British and Bel­
gian press, certain restrictions have been 
placed trpon the companies working conces­
sions In the Free State, which have brought 
about some amelioration of the condition of 
the natives in1 the regions in which those 
companies operate, together with an im­
mense reduction in the supply of rubber, 
but, up to the time I left the far interior 
in March last, no Improvement had taken 
Ptoce so far as the operations of the State 
Itself were concerned. I challenge the au­
thorities at Brussels to show that any Im­
provement .Is possible while the rubber 
traffic Is conducted on the present Iniquit­
ous lines. What can be expected of a sys­
tem nnder which the natives receive the 
equivalent of one penny per pound (paid 
In merchandise valued at 100 per cent 
above Invoice price) for rubber which 
fetches three shillings a pound in Antwerp? 
The State cannot exist without rubber, and 
the natives will not work on such terms 
except at the muzzle of the rifle. This is 
the crux of the whole business. As late 
as November of last year In my own dis­
trict, a force of State troops, assisted by 
some of the Mongala company’s men, under 
the command of Lient. Braeckman. went 
against the Gwaka tribe for refusing to 
bring rubber to the post of Llbanza. Three 
weeks later, when they returned, the Bel­
gian officer himself told me that 300 
Gwakas had been killed.

“They brought back 40»or 50 prisoners, 
mostly women and children. These were 
like skeletons when they reached my post, 
and I did mv best to provide for them with 
food. One died of starvation In my post, 
and the others, when marched off to the 
police post of Boknla. were Indeed pitiable 
objects. Last year I was on a rubber ex­
pedition with Major Lothalre. and during 
the six weeks It lasted 900 natives were 
killed and scores of villages burned. On 
one occasion, during this journey, a young 
woman and a little boy who were prisoners 
with the column, were asked the name of 
the village through which we were pass­
ing. They replied that they did not know 
—as Indeed was most probable, seeing that 
they were far distant from their own 
homes—but they were taken out on the 
roadside and shot while the column halt­
ed.”

Sir,—If Capt. Wolley Is not “handling”

He also says they are a menace to 
the public health. Not more so than the 
classes which I have compared them with.

The building 
and auction rooms of H. G. Alton was 
the first to take fire, and several smaller 
ones followed, including George Hart’s 
tailor aud repair shop, a vacant shop 
next to Miller’s barber shop, aud the 
studio of J. S. Rowe, photographer, 
caught. At 4 a.m. the fire was partially 
under control. The buildings burned are 
as follows: Grand Central hotel and 
contents; A. W. Bailey, shoe store; J. 
Costigan, confectioner; B. A. St. John, 
Jeweler; C. A. Newman & Bros., whole­
sale liquors and grocers; H. G. Alton, 
auctioneer ; George Hart, tailor; J. Mil­
ler, bather; J. S Rowe, photographer, 
partly burned.

casionally Chinese labor has been a check 
to the unreasonable demande of white labor 
It has served a good purpose. A wise legis­
lation will be one not for a special class,

Otherwise.

In these days of wars and rumors of 
wars the question of insuring the soldier 
is receiving attention, says the Boston 
Journal. There has now been formed 
in France a society called “Da Provi- 

, dence du Soldat,” which enables him to 
provide against mishaps, fatal and oth­
erwise, incidental to his career. For a 
lump sum of 18 francs, or less than 2 
cents per day, he can assure against 
accidents during the three years he 
serves in a regiment. When he joins the 
reserve he pays 3 francs 'for each period 
he is “called up.” If injured he re- 

■ ceives certain allowances, and in the 
case of accidental death his family will 

be entitled to 1,200 francs.
