Edmonton, Dec. 20—Premier Sifton 
has introduced a bill in the Alberta 
Legislature which stipulates that 
within seven years the single tax prin­
ciple shall be observed by all estab­
lished municipalities, and that it shall 
be observed from the outset by mun­
icipalities hereafter established in Al­
berta.

The bill, in its entirety, will provide 
a model constitution for municipali­
ties now in existence and that will be 
created in the future in this Province. 
It contains 377 sections, and it is the 
aim of the Government to include in 
these every consideration that enters 
into the administration: of a mnnici- 
pality.
