Deseription of the Incidents at the Be-
hearsal in New York.
(Prom the New York Sum,)

Mz, Salmi Morse is & tall, military-look-
ing man, gray of hair and moustache, and
grayish of complexion, intelligent, earnest,
resolute and gentlemanly, He kinaly gave
me an order for admission to the next at-
tempt ot o dress rehearsal, which I accord-
ingly attended on Saturdsy, when the
exhibition and the msn were both arrested
by Capt. Williams, smid unanimous
cries of ‘“Shame! shame!” from six
or seven hundred of invited guests like
myself. As far as the performance went, it
was very besutiful, solemn, and impres-

TILT BRETWEEN SIR JOBN MA
DONALD AND MB. BLAKE,
P
The Double Return for King’s, P, E. 1.~
~Appointment of Befuraing Officers—
An Adjostrnmetit Lo ste Niisson,

Orrawa, March 9—The most animated
discuseion of the session so far took place
in the commons this afternoon on the ques-
tion of the double return in King’s county,
P. E. 1. 'The opposing candidates were
Robertson (liberal); snd McDonald (conser-
vative). The former received s majority of
the votes, but the rettirning officer; instead
of declaring him elected, reported that he
was ipeligible because, at the time of the
election, he was 8 member of the local leg-
islature of Prince Edward Island. About
two weeks ago Mr, Cameron of Huron
brought the matter up as a question of privi-
lege, and mcved a resolution declaring the
duty of the returning officer was simply to
declare the candidate elected receiving the
msjority of votes,

8ir Jobn Macdonald resumed the debate
to-day, arguing that some doubt existed as
to whether under the law any judicial func.
tions were left with'the returning officers and
moved the reference of the question to the
committee on privileges and elections on
the ground that it was purely a legal ques-
tion, with which the committee’'could better
desl than the house,

Mr. Davies, from P.E.L, took the strong
ground that our election law prescribed the
specific duty of the returning, officer after
receiving the nominations of two or more
candidates, to be to declare elected the one
obtaining s msjority of the votes,

Mr. Brecken, snother P, E, Islander,
undertook to defend the returning officer’s
sction, but gave the whole case away by
admitting that he would have been more in
the line of his duty if he had merely returned
the result of the voting and left the question
of qualification to be decided by the courts,

Mr, Blake made a telling speech, showing
conclusively that our election law carefully
withheld all judicial functions from the re-
turning officers. This man bad not under-
taken to exercise judicial functions, He
had simply abstained from performing the
plain duties which the law prescribed,
This was one result of the premier’s
audacieus measure, by which he
took the appointment of returning
officers  into his own bands,
and was then able to control the elections
throughout the whole dominion,as in Carle-
ton and Lennox,  This remark was the
occasion of quite a little scene,

At the close of Mr, Blake’s speech Sir
John Macdonald rose with an sir of injured
snd indignant innocence, and twisting Mr,
Blake's reference to his constituencies into
s personal attack upon himself, retorted by
accusiog Mr, Blake of baving been con:
veniently absent through sapposed illaess
from the election committee in 1877 during
the whole time of the enquiry into the
charges against the late Speaker Anglin,

Mr, Blake jumped up, hot with anger,
and defiantly hurled back Sir John's insiou-
ation, saying that he wondered the honor-
able gentleman dared to say such a thing,

Sir John's clever bit of acting succeeded
for a moment in turning attention away
from the subject of discussion, and in par-
tially breaking the effect of Mr, Blake's
speech, Mr, McCarthy, however, sgain
took up the thread of , discussion, arguing
for a reference to the committee,

Mr. Weldon msintained the opposite
ground, after which, it being within s few
minutes of six o’clock, Mr, Hector Cam-
