On the subject of Reciprocit he let it be
distinctly understood that 1n i nt
the sentiment for union with the nited
States extended beyond the bounds of com-
merce into politics, and that in fact the
Annexation spirit was wing apace in
Canada, which not omly s rised but
frightened the members of the Government
of the Dominion. He professed to believe
that those who favored a closer relation
with this country would sweep everything
before them.

The Empire Takes a Hand.

On Wednesday of this week The Empire
published four columns, the result of the in-
vestigation of its special commissioner (Mr.
L. P. Kribs) in New York and Washington.
