“Ike" Thompson, Who Was Lately at New­
market, Tells of Old Cenntry Methods.

(From The New York Herald.)
As to betting under the Percy-Gray bill, 

Mr. Ike S Thompson the well-known 
bookmaker, said last night that he 
thought in time some satisfactory plan 
might be evolved that would conform to 
the law. Mr. Thompson has just re­
turned from an extended visit abroad and 
his views as to English betting are there­
fore pertinent at this juncture.

“There is one impresisiorq I should like 
to correct at the outset,” he stated, 
“namely, that the betting in England in 
heavier, than it is here. On the con 
trary, nothing like the volume of business 
is done there that is transacted at one 
big meeting here. Of course, a good deal 
of heavy betting is done in future books 
in the big events, but the system of,bet­
ting is not favorable to the transnetilpm 
of heavy business.

“There is no fair and equitable market 
like we bad here under our old system, 
This is a big disadvantage, especially, 
to Americans unaccustomed to the Eng­
lish plan. Men like Mr. Croker and Mr. 
Dwyer, who can profit fey the facilities 
of the big London clubs, would not find 
so màny drawbacks to the system, but 
the average man who made his tiret visit 
to an English course would be all at sea. 
The oiily prices that are cried out pub­
licly are the favorite aud the field. If 
a man wanted to bet on a particular 
horse not a favorite he would need to 
ask a bookmaker for a price. The book­
maker would probably say, ‘Five to. 1 to 
you, sir, when a fair price would be like­
ly to be 15 to 1. I think we can im­
prove upon English methods here, so 
that we may ultimately have some sort 
of a market. If not, I am afraid the 
public will not take kindly to the change 
aud racing will suffer.”

Mr. Thompson attended the Newmarket 
Craven meeting and saw Eau Gallie win 
the Crawford Plate. “The Englishmen 
made a big hurrah over Eau Gallie. 
They seemed to think him a second Iro­
quois. Mr. Croker has a high opinion of 
the colt, but Mr. Dwyer, than whom 
there are few better judges, told me that 
he did not consider Eau (ialütwnnch, if 
any, above selling plate form. Mr. Croker 
won $16,000 on the race and Mr. Dwyer 
won $5500.. Mr. Dwyer bet $2500, a 
monkey as they call it over them, at 
evens, one, two, three and $500 at 0 to 
1 straight. The money was all placed 
at 6 to 1, and by one of Tattersall’s 
commissioners, who made a mess of it. 
He showed his hand too soon in the ring 
and knocked the bottom out of the mar­
ket at the start. Instead of 6 to 1 he 
should have got 10 or 12 to I.

Continuing, Mr. Thompson spoke in very 
enthusiastic terms as to Sims’ riding. 
“At his own game, on a circular track, 
where there ie a lot of crowding and 
jostling and a chance for generalship, 
Sims can give all the English jockeys 
cards and spades and beat them. Nearly 
all the courses at Newmarket ara 
straight. Even on a strraight course 
Sims can hold his own with them. But 
wait until they get to Alexander Park, 
which "is a circular course, where there 
are short turns similar to Tottenham 
corner, and then there will be some­
thing for the English critics to enthuse 
about over Sims’ riding.
