‘Great men direot the events of their
times; wise men take advantage of
them ; weak men are borne down by
them.” Elsewhere she says; ‘In the
society of persons of mediocrity of
intellect a clever man will appear to
have less spirit than those around him
who possess the least, because he is
displaced in their company.
