BAPTIST NOTES

Two hundred and fifty were in at­
tendance in the Bridgetown Baptist 
Church School last Sunday, including 
sixty-six men in the Brotherhood. On 
Easter Sunday new records wore set 
In the attendance of the School. The 
Philathea Class numbered sixty-one 
women, the Brotherhood one hundred 
and fifteen men, there being a total 
attendance of three hundred and forty- 
one In the entire school. The total 
enrollment of the School is now four 
hundred and fifty, including eighty- 
five in the Philathea Class, and one 
hundred and sixty-four in the Bro­
therhood.

Sunday, April 30th, the pastor will 
speak in the morning on “The Christ­
ian Church", and in the' evening on 
"The Ordinance of Baptism". A bap­
tismal service will follow. The church 
and school will observe Mother's Day, 
May 14th. On Children's Day, June 
11th, a Recognition Service for the 
Cradle Roll and Home Department 
members will be held. Preparations 
are going forward for the Philathea- 
Brotherhood banquet to which two 
hundred and eighty adults of the 
School will be Invited.

Special evangelistic services are 
being held for four weeks, commenc­
ing this week, each Sunday, Wednes­
day, and Friday evenings In Bridge­
town, and each Sunday at 3.30 p.m., 
and* Tuesday and Thursday at 8.00 
p.m., in Crtitrelea.
