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found an vpen margin, very futile and eovered withan abundanee
of good grass.  ITe did not acan by thix @ beaver hay,” but a
very superivor hind of grass, which was fonud by expericuee to
be very valuable as fudder fur cattle and horses.  The country is
very free from rochs, and at one place they could not find stones
large enough to ~ink the lower cdue of their net. There is
evidenee in the Nipizon country, as well as in the Thunder Bay
region, that the forests bave been frequently swept by fives in
past times, and the Indians told him that these fires often origi-
nated from lightuinz. It was likely that praivies were formed
in this way. Ie believed there was a tradition among the
Indians that the peairies onee extended castward as far as Lake
Nipigon, but all the country cast of the Lake of the Woods has
since been overgrown with furest.  They svmetimes left the stores
and struck away into the wouds and gencrally found the country
Irvel.  Althoush the soil was goud the frees were ~mall, and
stood so far apart that the purty could carry their canve withoug
underbrushing @ road anywhere.  After having prosceuted their
survey for seven wedhs, they arrived at the Nipigon House, a
Hudson Bay post, on the north-west shore of the Lahe. This
was one of the three pusts maintained by the Company on thelake
shore.  The Nipigon Iouse is surrounded with a farm and
garden, which have been cultivated for about 100 years.
During the cnly pat of the present century the station was
called Tort Duncan, .nd then, us vow, it supplied the ncighbour-
ing country. The appearence of the field and garden ciops indi-
cated that the =il was well suited for agricultural purposes. The
latitude of that part of the country was about the same as at
the mouth of’ the St. Lawrunee—between 49 = and 50 = north
latitude, but it was well known that in that part of the country
the isothermal lues bend to the North-West. The suriey revealed
the encouraging fact that we have an vasy route for the construe-
tion of a railway to the North West.— Guzette.
