1He %vill tindercut and beat you
every time.

In ieiring dowvn olti worl, be as careful
as in putting up neWv.

Whtn putting avvay aid stufT see that ut
is protecteti froin ran -and the atinosph;ere.

Il costs about 15 per cent, extra %vork
ta put up aid matertal, anti this fact shaulti
bc borne in mind, as 1 have knoiwn 5ev.
eral contiactars whoi paid dearly for their
Ilwhisiie " in estirnating on aorkingz up
second-hand miaterial.

These reunarUsapply Ia wvoodwork only.
In using aid bricks, sIane, slate ant ailier
miscellaneous materials, it is as well Io
adti double price for warking up.

Workmen do flot care ta ianie oid

material. It is muinous ta tools, painful ta
luantile, and very destructive ta clotîîing.

In my experience 1 always founti it paid
ta ativance the vvages of uvorkren-skilleti
nîechanics-while workiîng up aId ma-
terial. This ent.ouraged the men anti
spurreti tluem ta better efforts.

Sash frames, with sa*b weights, lncks
.and ttim complete, may be taken out af
aId buildings tlîat are bcing taken down
andi preserved just as gooti as nev by
scrcwing slats anti braces on Ilium, which
not anly keeps the frame square, but pre-
vents the glass from being broken.

Voars, frimnes and trinms rnay also be
kept in good a8ider until used, by taking
the sanie precautions as in %vindtifranies.

Olti scantlings and jaists shoulti have
ait nails drawn or hammiered in belf.ore
pilirlg awvay.

Couinters, shelving, draivers and allier
store-flttings shoulti be kindly dealt uvith.
They %vill be wanted sooner or later.

Take care of the locks, hinges, boîts,
keys anti allher hardware. Each indiviti.
tial piece represents maney in a greater
or lesser sum.

Sinks, wash-basins, bath-tubs, traps,
heating ao2liances, grates, mantels and
hearîh-stones shaulti be movcd wvith care.
They are always %vorth money anti may
bc useti ini many places as substitutes for
more inferior fixings.

'Marble mantels require the mast care-
fui hantiling.

Rails, baltîsters and nevvels may be
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ti*lizcd mutch readicr than stairs, as the
rail mnay bc Iengthencd or shortened ta
suit variable conditions.

Gas fixtures should bc cared for and
stowed .tway in saine dry place. They
can often bu± made available, and are flot
easily renovatcd if suiled or tarnislied.

Il is flot %vise ta employ men %%ho have
nothing but ilheir strength ta recornmend
thern. As a rule they are like bears-
have more sirength than knovledge, and
lack of the latter is olten ani expensive
desiderattuni. Ernploy for taking down
the %vork, good, careful inechanic5, and do
flot have the work Ilrtishcd through.
R-islers afibis sort are expensive.

Hlave sanie mnercy for the workman's
tools. If il can be avoided do flot wvork
up old stuif inc flue work. If not avoïd-
able pay the workmen something extra
because of injury ta tools.

Don't grumble if you do flot get as
good results from the uise af old material
as frorn new. The workman has much ta
contend wî:th white wvorking up aid nail-
speckled, sand-covered material.
