in the province, Thounsands of men will be
thrown out of employment if these regula-

tions are enforoed, and the popular sentiment
towards theé federsl goverunment (by no

means too cordial at the piesent
moment in this province) will be em-
bittered ¢o iRe verge of open rebellion,

We do not counsel rebellion ; but we notify
the federal government that it is pursuioga
policy fraught with danger to the integrity
of the Dominion and that there ars many men
upon this cosst who will not long be silent
and passive witnesses of the ruinous effects of
that policy., We call upon these men now to
let their voices Fe heard at Ottawa iua firm
demand that the obmoxious timber regula-
tions be modified. If the government is fool-
ieh enough to neglect such & demand, other
means of redress may not be wunting."”

This is a rather plain warning. There is
no attempt at concealing the extreme to
which the people would be prepared to go if
the Government persist ina policy which they
consider antagonistic to the common 2s well
as to the individual interest, Grievances and
Rebellion seem to be the order of the day.

INDIAN ORANGEMEN.

A journal which is suppised to represent
the views of the Hon, Ministex of Customs,
the Orange Sentinel, has given some supple-
mentary reasons why the franchise should be
extended to the tribal Indians. The reasons
are as purprising as they are novel. Every-
one knows that there are such beings as
Orangemen in the civilized portion of the
community, but there are few who were
aware that Orsngeism waa extensively patron-
ized among the Algonguins, the Iroqueis or
the Hurona. On the testimony of the Orange
entinel, which appears to speak from the
book, that is a fact, In its last isene, speak-
ing about the proposai to give a vote to the
tribal Indians, the Sentinel aaid :

4 The question is of interest to Orangemen,
for, as is well known, wa bave flourishing
Orange lodges on many of the reservations ;
and we speak what we know when we say
that many of the members of these lodges
are aa intelligent, as well informed snd as
capable men ae are to be found anywhere in
the Dominion. If given the franchise they
would be likely to exercise the right as in-
telligently a8 any others. Those who hold
a different view would do well to study
carefally the able letter of Bro. Oronhyatekha
to the London Free Press, which we repub-
lished in our last issue,”

Is this the reason why the ballot was given
to the Indians? We all know that the
Orange order is used as a tool to advance the
political fortunea of certain wire-pulling mem-
bers of the organization, who all nestle nnder
the Conservative banner. At the command
of these self-secking Brethren the order votes
as & muchine. There is no political inde-
pendence tolerated in the ranks, If thie is
the case in the lodges of the white Orange-
men, it would be idle to expect any improve-
ment in the lodges of the Orange redskina,

According to an Ottawa conternporary it
appesrs that Bro. Oronhyatekha, who by the
way is & Dominion Government official as
well ag an Orangeman, has gone into nearly
all the Indian reservations und established
Orange lodges mniong those Indians whou are
to-day receiving aid from the government.
This makes the situation all the more’ effen-
sive, By what right dores a government offi-
cial undertake to entrap wards of the govern-
ment into oxath bound, secret and illegal or.
ganizations? A short enquiry into the mat-
ter ought to be demanded snd made. Tufor-
mation on the doings of the Orange order in
this direction woald be of interest,

TROUBLE IN GLADSTONE'S CABH{ET.

Turug is trouble in Mr. Gladstone's
Cuabinet. It does not procced from the.

THE ORANGE LAMBS OF NEWF( UND-
LA

The Newfoundland Orangeman is more
destructive and more dangerous than the
Colorado beetle. In all the wide world New-
foundlend seems to be the only spot where
the Orangeman has remained untamed, and
where, collectively, he retains the ambition
and courage to emash his neighbor's nose or
the glass in his neighbor’r honse, Last week
the collective Orangemen gave an admirable
exhibition of their prowess. They deposited
the vilest of nuisances on the doorateps of
prominent Catholic citizens at Conception Bay,
amid blasphemous and obscene vociferations.
They started out a dozen on their funny ex-
pediticn, but like the pure and innocent
snowuoall they increased to a hundred as they
rolled along, keeping up a constant howl of
execration againat the Catholics, the refrain
of which waa that they were going to sweep
ejery one of them off the face of the earth.
These Orange lambs made a demonstration
of their meekness and gentleness every
time they met & Catholic passerby, A young
man named Ryan was the recipient of some of
their attentions, but he did not know enough
to receive them without being fatally injured,
Ryan’s brother happened on the scene with a
double-barrel gan, at the sight of which the
brave one hundred were off like 80 many
crows. The Orange-loving Judge of the dis-
trict fined the Orange ringleaders of the mur-
derous exploit in the enormous sum of $10,
without imprisonment or hard labor. This
heavy punishment, for the destruction of pro-
perty and injury to life, had the effect of
cooling the Orange effervescence for a few
days. The following despatch from 8¢,
John’s brings the newe that the restoration
of peace and harmony was not of very long
duration ;—

St. Jonx's, May 27.—Despatches from
various parts of Conception Bay etate that
Orapge persecution of Roman €atholics con-
tinues unrelentingly. At Bread Cove a citizen
nawmed John Conpell was constrained to sacri-
fice all bis property at one-seventk its value,
ond flee for his life. The St. John's gates of
the Roman Catholic Cuthedral, at Harbor
Grace, and the gates of the convent were re-
moved on Wedneeday night and Hang over
the embankment into the sea.

At the unpunal dinner of the Club National,
held last evening at the St. Lawrence
Hall, the most conspicuous and mos$ im-
portant toast on the list was that of
the -‘‘Independence of Canada.,” The
gothering was unusually large and repre-
sentalive. Members - of the legislature,
mayors of cities and towns, aldermen,
morchants, leading professional men, were
present, The usual formal or loyal toast was
drunk in significant silence. When the chair-
man proposed the tonst of ¢ Canada, & free and
independent nation,” there was an outburst of
enthusinsm which shook the very walls, Mr.

breed leader ure 8o extraordinary, both as re-
gerds fact and form, that there must be a
screw louse somewhere, and we would not be
much surprised if the looseness was on the
side of the Rey, Mr, Pitblado.

ing. The rev. gentleman announced
that he was favorakly impressed by Riel, bat
neld that the rebel leader should be hanged
for the sake of the country. Itis to be hoped
that, in wishing for Riel’s execution, it is not
Mr. Pitblado’s object to silenze the tonpue
of the ex-leader and prevent him from chal.
lenging the accuracy of the alleged interview,
The rev. gentleman, among other questions,
put the tollowing ome to Riel, '* Were the
priests friends to you ?’ and says he received
the following reply :—

“* They were not and they were. They in-

sisted on us being submissive to them. They

were against us trying to redress our own
grievances, Ever since the doctrine of the
infallibility of the Pope was propounded they
have been very tyramnical. They did not
wish the people to do anything, but pricsts
to do all; if they had been in favor of
peace I would have been with them They
were in favor of fighting for prieats but
oot for people. They used a double-edged

sword. They turned people against them
because they usurped civil functions: they
turned Protestants againat them because they
opposed them, The prieats seek power for
themeelves, not the good of the people.

They are ngainst the Protestanta both poli-
tically and religiously. They are against me
now not because I rebelled but because I dic
not succeed in helping them,

Until Louis Riel puts his name to that there
will be many who will hold, wrongly or
rightly, to the opinion that the Rev, Mr. Pit.
blado had a hard in its manufacture, it is so
unlike what any Catholic would say. 1t
would take s more crooked head that Riele
to originate the idea that the Papal infulli-
bility had generated tyranny in the self-gacri-
ficing missionaries of the Narth- Weat,

Rev. Mr. Pitblado appears to have mani-
feated much concern in tie religious belief of
Riel, and questioning him on that point was
thus addressed by the rebel leader :

“ We would like to see a head bishop for
the Dominion or for the New World who
would be independent of Rome. We do
not think that the affairs of the Church
can be rightly administered se far away,
in fact Rome hae ceused to be =u holy
apostolic See. She is now a great organ-
ization of political diplomacy. Itisorganized
priest- craft looking afterthe interestof priests,
especially bishops, not the people, Now if
we had a head in the Dominion who would
act in conjunction with councillors chosen
from among the clergy of differeut previnces
or districts, we might expect the intereats of
‘the people to be attended to. As it is, Rome
is a foreign power controlling the affuirs of this
country. That power is felt most forcibly. in
Quebec. Ilove Quebec, but she is tar too
much under the dominatien of Rome. She
does the bidding of a foreign potentate at
his dictation, She dictates to the govern.
ment of this country, No party can ignore
their voting powers, It is moved by for
eigners in the country to carry out their
own ends in strengbliening the position of the
church.. The country will never be free till
it shakes off Rome. All governments will
have either to resist this tyranny or be en-
slaved by it. Rome will rest satisfied with
nothing  except complete mustery, She
allows no freedom to her votaries, They
must be sluves to her or she treats them
w8 traitors. 1 have tried my best to
check this usurping power, 1 wish to have our
charch courts, and clerical officials regulated
within the country.

by the deposit of Government bongs, Thie
_system would serve the double purpose of
 placing the currency upon a thoroughly satje
tactory basis, and would materially aesigt the
Government finances ; 1t would do away with
the necessity for the voluminons and often
misleading monthly statementa furnisheq o
the Government.

Having dealt with the resuits of 1he post,
Mr. Smithers had a few words to say oy the
prospects of the future. He induiged in g
wild prophecies, but endeavored to give s
sound and reasonable forecast based on ihe
signe of the times. The burden of hip re.
marks in this respect was that all due cautiop
must be exercised fur some time to come,

He did not feel that he could i
our business men to put on ateaq
and go ahead. The eituation wqylg

not warrast such advice., The Chreat-
ened complications in the old world, the
actual troubles in the North-tWest, wouid
heve a general tendency to nnsettle the pro-
per aud regular progress of commercis!
interests. Some special interests might be
served thereby,-but it would be at the ex.

pense of the many. There is
general concurrence of opinion that
the imports will be light, and

there i¢ ne indication that the distribu-
tion of goods will come up the expectations
of the importers. Mr. Smithera distinctly
says thatthere is too much reasan to fear that
excessive competition and the ubsence of
profit is the great feature of the times
He in consequences advises the commercia
world to be prepared for whatever comes,
and adds : “ We have puassed through troub.
‘lous times and I hope the worst is over, and
that we are down to hard-pan ; but I would
not take down the danger signal. My
advice to everyone to-day ie to go slowly—do
not expect any great and general revival of
businesa—if it comes, so much the better—
you will be in & position to take advantage
of it, but I am Donand to say that at present
I can sec no great indicativns of it, There
ars maay thoughtful men wheo think that
this year will be no better than the last, and
it is » safe view to tuke. You cannot go
wrong if you hope for the best, hot prepare
for the worat.”
