THE MEANING OF THE RETALIATORY BILL.

WasaIneToN, May 3.—If the Republicans in
the Benate jusist on the rejection of the fisheries
treaty, as is said to be tneir intention, and if
the Canadians thersupoa continue their anuoy-
ance of American fishermen, there ‘a likely to
be a demand for suck a proclamation of retal’a-
tion aa the last Cangress authorized,

The act of Congress authorizes the President
by proclamamation to do any or all of several
thioge. He msy decy Canadian veasels en-
trauce into American ports, either sea or lake
1);i:oﬂ:u; or he may deny entrance to Canadian

ab or aslt, '* or any other product” of Cacnda ;
or he may includa in the exclusion all goods
coming from Canada, whether ‘her products or
aot, The act empowers him to apply the ex-
clusion to any cr sll of the points named, or to
qualify, and omit it as he thinks best, but it
really gives him the pawer to lay an embargo
against CUauada, nat anly in respect to her pro-
ducts, but alio agsinst the entry of any goods
or products whatever, from Canada into the
United States.

‘That is to eay, under the act of Congress he
may put a stop ta Canadian railroade sarrying
even American vroducts from the West to
Enstern seaports, The lsnguageof the act ia
that he may '* deny entry into any port or placa
of the United Ntatea of fresh or salt fish, or any
other produce of said Dominion, ur other gooda
comiog from said Dominion to the Upited
States.

Thus ha may by proclamation stop at once
the large freighting business of the Canadian
roads by which they carry grain and other pro-
ducta from Chiesago, 85, Lonis, and otber pointa
in the Western United States through Canada
back into the Eastera United States.
