LATEST FROM SAN JUAN. °

(Special-despatch to the Grumbler.)
Sax Juaw, Sept. 1859,
Yesterday the American Army, under the com-
mand of Generals Scott sud Harne:
Juan, avd after & hard ﬁght QOW
the bayonet

The Americaa bugle oundcd to arms, upon \vhich
tho soldiers to & mi ook 0’ their legs, nad, aho
aerlng their arme, Were s00u in attacking 3
Genbrai Scoit soon arrived on the ground, and ag;
cach oue of bis attending officers carried o large
flumbeau, inorder that th2 general might see to
avoid tho rate which Tofesied the bacdly mude roads,
be may, with all truthfulaess, be said to have been
attended by o brilliant staff. Tho troops were re-
viewed shortly after 6 a.m; when General Harney
addressed them to 1be following effsct:—

“Q great American goldiers bearing almighty
sway from the pole to the say¥ a groat day is about
to dawa upon you. Through the struggliog mist
you can slready behold that place once sacred to
liberty, apd the stars and stripes—but now alag,
in the possession of your natural boru foes, and
congequently the natural bora foes of all that is
good and holy in the earth beneatl, and in the sky
above,

“ You mist take that place by storin, ob Ameri-
cans| Our native engle is ready for the swoop.
Alrondy I see him whetticg big bill and sharpenidg
his talone, in order that he may spring upon (he
foe, and gorge his cmpty stomach with tho carcas.
pos and fixina of the vile Britisbers.

“ Oh Am-ricans, you are g geeat nation, tbat’s
partin’. There never wos, neither is there, nor
never will there be a natiou 8o valiant in arms, so
gentle in love, so almighty in seiecce, 80 resistless
in eloquence,so great at everything, from ballooning
up to repudiation, ag the free and cnlightoned, flli-
busterio’ American nation.

“If § wanted 10 raise your dander in an uncom-
mon manoer, I could easily do so—but then 3ou
would be for skiven over to tbe other side of the
Atlantic, ead lickin’ common seuso futo the tarna-
tion thick bido of old Jobn Bull himself. Noi I

to your arter you lick them, [ will point
your attontion to Cuinal Look at the doeds of
valor performed by our army aad oar flzot at China.
Jobn Bull was rowed up Salt Leke pretty quick
thore. Bub Awmerica was received with open
arms. Our Minister was received at Pekin, the
English minister at Poibo!

The effect of this thrilling oratinn on the American
army was of the most astoundiag kind, The utmost
entbusiasm prevailed. The stundards were display-
ed, the “stars and stripes” were unfurled, and the
attuck commenced.
