ARICLE 1¶

Respec for the Laws and Reekatons of Canada

1. Without prejudice to their privileges and immunities, it is Uic duty of al
pemsns enjoying such privileges and immunities to respect thc laws and!
regulations of Canada. 'lwiy also have a duty flot to interfere in thc internai
affairs of Canada.

2. The Secretariat shail cooperate at ail trnes with the appropriate authorities Of
Canad to facilitate Uic mrpe administration of justice, seure the observance
of police regulations and avoid Uic occurrence of any abuse in connection with
Uie privileges, immunities and facilities referred to in Uiis Agreement.

ARICLE 1

Noification

No person shall be accepte'! as a representative of a Party to the Convention,
an Officiai of Uic Secretariat or an Expert on Mssion for Uic purposes of Articles 10,
il an'! 12 rcspectively, unless and until his or her name an'! status have been duly
notified to thc Mnister of Foreign Affairs of Canada.

1. The Government of Canada shalh provide ail officiais of Uic Secretariat as welI
as their dependents with an identity car'! certifying their status unader this
Agreement.

2. nei Government of Canada shall recognize an'! accept United Nations laissez-
passers hel'! by officiais of Uic Secretariat as valid travel documents. Visas,
where require'!, shall b. grant.'! free of charge and as promptly as possible.

ARTICLE 18

Settiement of DIMntes

1. Any dispute concerning Uic interpretation or implemnentation of this Agreement
that is not sette'! by negotiation or other agreed meUiod of sectlement shall, at
the request of Éther Party', bc referre'! to a tribunal of three arbitrators, one to
b. appointed by the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Canada, on. to b. appointe'!
by Uic Executive Secretar>' and Uic third wo b. appointe'! by Uic two arbitrators.
if, wiUiin Uiirty days of Uic request for arbitration or if, within fiftcen days of
thc appointmnent of two arbitrators, the Uiird arbitrator has flot b.en appointe'!,
cither Party' may requcat Uic President of Uic International Court of Justice tw
appoint an arbitrator.
