Most importantly, the document reflects and complements FOCUS INDIA: BUILDING A
CANADA-INDIA TRADE AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT STRATEGY. Activities to
be initiated in the sectors with the greatest potential, are designed to either alert export-ready
companies to the opportunities in India, help clients adapt the goods or service to the particular
requirements of the marketplace, or assist Canadian firms in their promotional efforts in both
the metropolitan and regional markets throughout India. Readers should refer to the regularly
updated Focus India document which provides a full description of Canada’s trade and
investment strategy for India.
