The agreed levels of physical protection to be ensured by thie apopiate
goveromentai authoities in the use, storage, and transportation of the materials of the
attache table shaH as a minimum include protection characteristics as follows:

CAITGRY M

- Urne aid Storag within an arna to which accesa is controlled.

- Transportation under special precations including prior arrangement between
seider, recipient and carrier, and prier agreement between states in cas of
international transport specifying trne, plac, and procedures for ùwunferrng
transport responsibility.

CATEGORY n
- Use and Storage within a protectcd arna to whicli access is controlled, L.e. an

area under constant surveillance by guards or electroaic devices, surrounded
by a pilysical barrier with a limited number of points of entry under
appropriate control, or any arna with an equivalent level of physical
prteon-

- Transportation under special precautions including prior arrangement between
amides, recipicait and carrier, aid prior agreement between states in case of
întrational transport specifying tinte, place and procedures for transférring
tranport responsibffity.

CATEGORY 1

- Material in this category shall be protectcd with highly reliable systenss
against unautorized use as foflows:

Urne and Storage within a highly.protected area, iLe. a potected arna as defined
for Category II above, ta which, in addition, acceas is restricted to persans
whms trustworthineus has been determied and under surveillance by guards
who are in close communication with appropriate response forces. Specific
measurWs tin this context should have as their objective thue detectioui and
prevention of aiy assault, unauthorized accuss or unauthiorized removal of
matefial

- Transportation under special precautions as identified above for transportation
of Category II and II materials and, la addition, under constant surveillance of
escorts aid under conditions which assure close communication with

.prpit response forces.
