YCPAE Transmission Control Protocol/Internet Protocol is the most
common protocol used on Ethernet and the Internet. It was developed by

DARPA.

TCP is built on top of Internet Protocol (IP) and is nearly always seen in the
combination TCP/IP (TCP over IP). It adds reliable communication, flow-
control, multiplexing and connection-oriented communication. It provides full-

duplex, process-to-process connections.

{IRT} Uniform Resource Locator is a standard for specifying an object on the
Internet, such as a file or newsgroup. URLs are used extensively on the World-
Wide Web. They are used in HTML documents to specify the target of a
hyperlink.
