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to the United States Government. We understand
that they have received attention at the highest
levels. This form of solemn parliamentary protest
is unprecedented in Canada-United States relations.

Recently, the revival of the war in
Vietnam has returned that subject to a high place
on the list of issues complicating relations
between Canada and the United States.

On the other side of the ledger, we have
had a highly successful vis‘it of President Nixon
to Canada. In what he said while he was in
_ Ottawa, the President showed a perceptive
sensitivity to some of the issues that concern
Canadians most. His clear acknowledgement of the |
