Our People of Our Dominion of Canada, and to have their advice in
Parliament, do hereby, by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada,
summon and call together the House of Commons in and for Our said Dominion,
to meet at Our City of Ottawa, in Our said Dominion, on THURSDAY, the
TENTH day of DECEMBER next, 1925, then and there to have eonference
and treaty with the Great Men and Senate of Our said Dominion.

In TestimoNy WHEReOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made
Patent, and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. Wirness:
Our Right Trusty and Well-beloved Julian Hedworth George, Baron
Byng of Vimy, General on the Retired List and in the Reserve of
Officers of Our Army, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Honourable
Order of the Bath, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished
Order of Saint Michael and Saint George, Member of Our Royal
Victorian Order, Governor General and Commander-in-Chief of Our
Dominion of Canada.
