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We are therefore dealing with specific cases
and I cannot answer for each one of them,
unless you define them individually.

TRANSPORTATION OF LIVESTOCK-REQUEST

FOR AMENDMENT OF CRIMINAL CODE

section 389 in line with modern transporta-
tion requirements?

In reply I
may say departmental officials are looking
into this in conjunction with officials of the
