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that this legislation is a good one and I am
confident that if nothing else crops up, if
there are no loopholes, the bill will be very
helpful to the people. It will contribute to the
economic development of our industry and
our labour. At least, once in the course of our
history, we shall have done something practi-
cal, something long awaited by the popula-
tion. This legislation will be welcome
throughout Canada and by provincial govern-
ments. The minister will have no trouble to
make arrangements with provincial govern-
ments, as far as the designation of areas
is concerned, so as to enable all areas and
regions remote from large centres to benefit
from the Canadian economy.
