INVESTIGATION INTO COSTS OF METRIC CONVERSION—

a matter of urgent and pressing national necessity regarding
false and misleading practices of the Metric Commission in
implementing conversion to the metric standard of weights and
measures.

The Canadian Metric Commission has advised municipal
fire departments that conversion to metric can be accom-
plished at a cost of $5 per pumper—the cost of applying decals
to the vehicle. In fact, according to fire officials the cost can
run to as much as $13,000 per pumper, including hoses and
connections but not taking into account the cost of changing
fire hydrants.

In view of information provided by the Metric Commission
being inaccurate and grossly misleading, and the actual costs
to municipal fire departments being prohibitive in many cases,
I move, seconded by the hon. member for Cambridge (Mr.
Speyer):

That a moratorium on the implementation of the metric conversion program
be declared until the true costs are established and answers given as to whether
