The Engineer and Experts
Will Decide

AS TO THE BETTER SYSTEM

For Operating the Elevators in the
New Municipal Buildings.

This Was the Deeision Reached by the
Board of Contrel Yesterday Aiter a
Long Discussion of the Subject—The
CI‘I\A..Il to Fleat Anéther Loan—
Credit 1s Jiigh - General Nows From the
City Hall.

The result of two hours’ deliberation over
the report of Architect Lennox by the
Board of Control yesterday was the adop-
tion of a motion to refer the matter to
City Engincer Keating to report as to the
cheapest and best system of elevators.

Before bu:iness was commenced Controller
Leslie moved an adjournment. He did not
want to have the business rushed through,
since he had not had sufficient time o con-
sider the architect’s report. He wanted
to know if the contract was to be awarded
at the present meeting.

The Mayor only proposed to have the re-
port received and talked over. If it was
not explicit enough, then further enquiries
should be made. :

1t seemed to Ald. Lamb that Mr. Lennox’s
report was plain ard simple, but at the
same time he was not prepared to take any
gction. He accordingly moved that Kngi-
neer Keating and I'rof. Galbraith be re-
quested to report on Mr. Lennox's report.
He ¢chose these gentlemen because of their
entire independence from any commexcial
enterprise. |

Prof. Galbraith Did Not Suif.

Ald. Leslie could not see why Prof. Gal-
braith was mentioned. He knew nothing
of hydraulics or electricity. He suggested
that the deputation which was to attena
the Municipal Improvement Convention at
 Nashville, Tenn., should be instructed to
drop off at variows American cities along
the way §ud to enquire into the merits ot
the elevator systems.
