Milligan of Madoce
are Dead From lts Fumeos.

Madoe, Feb. 4.—One of the saddest trage-
dies that could be imagined occurred here
‘tast night, and to-day the home of Milligan,.
the caretaker of the Model School, is m
mpurning—three children <dead, and the
mother unconscious, with slight chances of
recovery.

The dead are: John Milligan, aged 21; Lee
Milltgan, aged 15; Ethel Baker, aged 12.
They were asphyxiated with fumes of char-
coal. It has been Milligan’s habit to carry
live coals from the school furnace, in the
evenings, and place them in an old stove
in one of the bedrooms of his house. No
pipe connected the stove and chimney, and
of course the fumes lingered in the Bouse.
S0, when he substituted charcoal for the
live coals, there could be no other result
than death.

Serious Fire at Dunchurch.

McKellar, Ont., Feb. 4.—At an early hour
yesterday morning fire broke out in the
general store of Mr. Willlam Robertson,
Dunchurch, and when discovered had made
such headway that nothing could be done
to save the bullding. The Hames spread to
the dwelling adjoining, whicn  was aiso to-
tally destroyed, as also the residence of
Mr. F. B. Arthurs, manager for the Delta
Lumber Company.
