The business to come before the To-
ronto ist Conference yesterday morn-

ing in Sherbourne-street Church was a dis-
cueslon on the practice of exhibiting inde-
cent theatre posters around this city, Ex-
Mayor Kennedy introduced the subject by
moving 4 resolution that the Conference
“would esrnestly and respectfully urge
upon the Government of Ontario the im-
portance and necessity for legislation .iu
order to give the chief constables of our
cities and towns or other officers properly
appointed, the authority to suppress the
evils complained of,”

The subject was discussed by Rev. Prof.
Wallace and Rev. George Wepber, who saw
much danger In the present practice of
exhibiting these posters. Mr. R. J. Score
defended the name of Toronto, but he
agreed that the posters complained of were
indecent. Rev, Dr, Parker seconded the
resolution, which was carrled unanimously,
Coples of the resolution will be forwarded
to the Premier and Ministers of the Ontario
Government.

Dr, Blackstock’s Charge.

A deputation consisting of Dr, Rosebrugh,
Mr. James Massle and Mr. F. Spencer, re-
presenting the Prisoners’ Ald Assoclation,
was Introduced. Mr. Massie spoke of the
objects of the Association, and asked for
the sympathy and support of the Confer-
ence. Rev, Dr. Blackstock, In moving a
resolution commending the work of the as
soclation, accepted the opportunity to say
a few words In roference to the police.
The Jatter, he said, followed discharged
prisoners around, and often prevented them
from earning an honest living. It was the
opinion, however, of Rev. J. A. Rankin that
liberated prisoners were generally well re
celved, and In some cases were attendants
at Methodist churches.

Dr. Blackstock's resolution, pledging the
support of the Methodist ministers in this
work and expressing gratification at the
recent action of the Government in decid-
ing to release all well-behaved and reform-
ed prisoners conditionally, and recommend.
ing that the Ontario Government adopt the
parole and probation system for first of.

inebriety, was carried unanimously,

Here Miss Scott, superintendent of the
Methodist Deaconess’ Home, was called
upon to speak. Miss Scott assured her
hearers, that, while addressing the Toronto
Conference, she recelved the sympathy and
good-will of the members. The work she
was engaged In was of a progressive na-
ture, and must be carried on. Miss Scott
recommended that a home for children be
established, where the juveniles might re-
colve fresh afr, and at the same time be
religiously Instructed, Miény children were
being looked after, and for this summer,
thru the munificence of a Whitby man, a
home had been given for the shelter of a
number of children. 1t was the work of
the home to seek the wandering, a new

Mrs. McKay Speaks,

Mrs. McKay, secretary.of the Woman's
Forefgn Missionary HSoclety of Canada,
told of the work belng carried on In
Japan, China and In ‘this Dominion. She
algo took occasion to express regret at the
small number of women In the -I'oronto
Methodist Conference who were members
of the soclety. In Canada there were 705
auxiliaries of the organization represent-
Ing 1623 members. There were 285 mis-
sion bands, having a membership of 403,
The total receipts were $43,303, an in-
crease of $2478 over the previous year. In
the Toronto Conference, with its 205 ecir-
cuits, 157 of which were self-supporting,
there were only 82 auxiliaries of the so-
clety, representing 79 circuits. 'I'ne mem-
bership of Toronto Conference was 14,269,
compared with 2352 the membership of
the soclety. The Woman's Misslonary So-
clety, sald Mrs. McKay, had not one-
tenth of the members of 'I'oronto Confer-
ence represented In thelr -‘membership.
Mrs. McKay pointed out to the members
of the Conference the necessity of helping
this work.

The Work in China.

Speaking of the work In (ffina, Mrs.
McKay sald that progress was being made.
The soclety had sent out two medical
men, one nurse, one teacher and one
evangelistic worker., More would be sent
out just as soon as the present trouble
was overcome, Many of the young girls
had become members of the church estab-
fished in China, but more would have
jolned but for the requirements of the
church that the tightly bhound feet of the
young girls be set at liberty before they
wculd be admitted. Mrs. MeKay dweit
on the work carried on among the Indians
and Chinese in British Columbia.

Rev. J. C. Speer of Britich Columbia,
who has been stationed at Kuclid-avenue
Methodist Church by the Stationing Com-
mittee, gave an eloguent address on mniis-
slon work in the west among the Chinese
and Japanese. In Victoria alone were
5000 Chinamen and a few women. ‘Uhe
Chinaman was a strange composition, and
it took a long time to understand him.
He was slow, sluggish, dull, but falthful.
The Jap, the ‘little brown man,’””. was
quick, keen, energetic, determined, who,
if your foe, would kill you uniess pre-
vented by fear of the punishment and, if
your friend, would do. anything In his
power for you. The Chinaman, he declar-
ed, was not a filthy man, but people at-
tack him because he will not drink whis
key. If bhe would, sald Mr. NSpeer, he
would have plenty of friends. Rev. Mr.
Speer thought that British Columbia had
enough of Chinamen, and recommended
“stopping the flow.”

Who Centennial Church Wanfts,

A deputation, consisting of about 200
members of the Centennial Church, visited
Sherbourne-street Church last night for
the purpose of waiting on the Stationing
Committee, but as they had no opportun-
ity of Interviewing the latter body only
ihru the Quarterly Board they had to be
content with talking to the president, It
appears that last year the Quarterly Board
of Centennial Church asked Rev, A. G.
Hudson of Barrie to become their pastor.
The Stationing Committee, however, sent
Rev, Robert McKee, the present pastor
of the church. The congregation this year
asked that Rev, Mr. McKee be again
sent to Centennial Churéh for another
term, but, as before, the committee se-
lected another, and stationed Rev, Alfred
PBedford at this church for the ensuiug
term. The Quarterly Board of Centennial
Church now want to get Rev, A, G, Hud-
son to be pastor, and placed their re-
ouest before the committee. Thus, it will
be seen, that the congregation want Rev.
Mr, McKee,the Quarterly Board want Rev.
