'HELD BY ARMY

TILL HE PROVES
- HE IS MARRIED

First Man Arrested Under Or-
der Calling for Carry-
: ing Papers.

SIGNAL OF ENFORCEMENT

Dominion Police Inspector
Satisfied With Test
Case Today.

Unable to prove that he was a mar-
ried man, as he claimed, and having no
documents. in his pos.
he was not in Class 1, Willlam Hornby
of Fonthill was turned over to the mili-
tary authorities when he appeared in
police court today.

Hornby's arrest and the disposition
of his case indicates that the Dominion
police and other authorities propose to
enforce to the limit the order-in-council
of April 20, which makes it necessary
for every man of military age to show
documents that he is not liable for mil-
itary service.

The Dominion police, acting under in-
structions from Capt. Asa Minard, ap-
proached a number of men in the city
Tuesday and demanded their papers.
Hornby was questioned at the Grand
Trunk depot Tuesday evening by a Do-
moniop police officer, and when asked
to show documentary proof to show
why he was not liable to service, he
Informed the offlcer that he was mar-
ried, and that his wife resided at Font-
hill, a village near St. Catharines.

Capt. Minard investigated Hornby's
case, and as the latter was unable to
give satisfactory answers to questions,
he was turned over to the civil police.
A charge of violating _the military
service act was lald on information
sworn to by Capt. Minard.

“Why didn't you arrange to have
your marriage certifidate with you, or a
certified copy of it?" asked Magistrate
Graydon.

Says Wife Has Them.

“I did-not know it was necessary, ‘and,
besides, my wife has the certificate, and
I couldn’t get home to get it,” replied
Hornby.

Capt. Minard stated to the court that
Hornby informed him that he had been
visiting in Windsor with friends, but
was unable to glve the correct name of
his frlends or the street on which they
resided.

‘“This order-in-council was passed by
the Government to be enforced, and I
propose to do what I can to make the
law with respect to the carrying of doc-
ments observed,” said Maglistrate

raydon in addressing the prisoner.

‘“What would you like to have done
with this man?'' asked the magistrate,
turning to Capt. Minard.

Captain Minard suggested that Horn-
by be turned over to the military
authorities until he satisfied them that
he was a married man, as he claimed.
Otherwise he will continue in the army.

To Be Rigldly Enforced.

Hornby’s arrest is the first to
made since the order-in-council provis-
lons became effective on June 1. As a
test case, Capt. Minard stated he was
highly satisfied and the disposition of
Hornby this morning will be accepted
as a guide for future actions.

The order-in-council will be rigidly
enforced from now on and any man
may be called upon by a Dominion,
military or city police officer to ‘show
his papers. If he does not have them
in his possession or in' the building
where he is employed, he will get a
trip to police station and an interview
with  the magistrate will follow.

Married men, or single men “ older
than the age specified in- class one,
must have in their possession or at the
place where they are employed, either
marriage or birth certificates. Men in

the class called out must have exemp-
| tion papers.

The campaign to enforce the carry-
ing of papers opens today in real earn-
est and will be waged to the limit from
now on.

Kept Bull In City,
But Could Never
Tell Why She Diq

Ottaway Avenue Woman Must
Get Ride of Animal
Now.

Charged with ill-treating a bull, Mrs.
Christina Peterson, 500 Ottaway ave-
nue, was ordered in police court this
morning to Jimmediately get rid of the
animal. Humane Inspector George
Burgess lald the information that re-
sulted in Mrs. Peterson being summon-
ed to court. He stated that he had
been trying for over a year to prevail
upon Mrs. Peterson to dispose of the
animal.

“I have asked her time and agaln
what in the world she wanted to keep
a bull in the city for, but I have never
been able to get a satisfactory answer
from her,'" said the humane inspector.

The officer stated that Mrs. Peter-
son had no pasture for the animal and
that it was always in a half-starved
condition.

“I have been trying to sell it, but it
isn't fat enough yet,” sald Mrs. Petér-
son, as she displayed considerable grief
at the thoughts of having the animal
taken away.

“For nearly a year now you have
been putting up this same cock and
bull story about this bull,” said the
magistrate, addressing Mrs. Peterson.

4 Against Closing Colleges.

During the forenoon the educational
committee deliberated upon the ques-
tion of consolidation of = colleges. A
strong feeling was manifested that it
would be unwise to close up any of the
colleges entirely, notwithstanding the
fact that, apart from the depletion of
the ranks of the students, about half
the professors are on overseas service
or otherwise released from regular duty
to render specific war service.

It was pointed out by one prominent
member of the committee that the fig-
ures in the blue book do not, while cor-
rect, represent the financial loss with
which colleges are meeting as a result
of war conditions. Queen’s, for example,
is being largely occupled by the uni-
versity students and for technical
classes, etc., owing to the fact that the
university proper has been taken over
for military hospital purposes. The
professors, moreover, have been ren-
dering outside service to churches, in
holding services for military ‘hospitals,
etc.

Montreal Theological College has been
turned over to the Government for mili-
tary purposes, and other arrangements
have been made for the students. Many
of the collgges have several months ago
taken the steps in the direction: of con-
servation of resources which are being
recommended at the present time. It {4
expected that conclusions will be reach-
ed this afternoon to put in the form of
recommendations re college consolida-
tion to place before the assembly.

CECISLATION ON
LUXURIES HITS
FRUIT DEALERS

Wiil Put Up Prices, Declares
Local Men, Summing Up
Situation.

AUTOS ARE HIT, TO0O

All But ‘“Home-Grown’’ Vari-
ety Need Special Licenses
A\ How.

“It hits us pretty hard, but we can't
tell exactly yet just how it will work
Qut,” said a local fruit dealer to The
Advertiser today, when asked concern-
ing the effects of the latest order-in-
council restricting tKe importation of
fruits.

‘“We want to do what is right, and
are willlng to try it out, but it hits us
pretty hard. We have to pay a rather
heavy license, and although the sale
of fruits was curtalled to a certain
extent some time ago, it has now been
cut off altogether in certain lines.

“There are some fruits which are
not grown here, that should not be in-
cluded in the banned list,”” he said,
‘“‘such as pineapples and other southern
fruits.

“These fruits are not out of the wayv
in price, and could be put on the table
cheaper than anything else at certain
times of the year. If they are not
available the people will have to de-
pend on canned stuff for fruit in the
winter months, and they would have
to pay the price demanded by the
canners. Only Canadian fruit would
be available for canning, when  the
tropical fruits, such as pineapple would
net be secured.

In addition there are certain health-
giving properties possessed .by the
southern fruits, and for that reason
also there is nothing grown here which
can take their place.

““The people will simply have to buy
canned goods, which will cost them
more, and which are not so good for
them,’” he added.

With regard to blackberries, goose-
berries and other fruits which are
grown here, the new order would sim-
ply mean that the people here would
not get them so early. Instead of get-
ting the imported ones early, they
would now have to wait for the home-
grown variety to ripen.

Means Higher Prices.

“It will keep the prices higher,’” he,
declared, ‘‘for when the people use the
early foreign ones first, they are not
so anxious to get ours. If they have
to wait for our own, it will make the
demand greater and the prices higher.

“With regard to nuts, we grow prac-
tically no nuts at all. All the Christ-
mas nuts, such as almonds and Bra-
zils, are foreign grown and are now cut
off.”

“It also looks as if peanuts should
not have been cut off. There is nothing
to take their place. Considerable sav- ]
ing in butter has been-made by the use
| of peanut butter as a substitute, but
| this saving will now be out of the ques-
| tion, if they have been entirely cut off.
| *'It deemsg hardly fair that they should
| go after us,”” he added, ‘‘and let many
| other lines of business escape. It will
{ hurt us in lots of ways, buf we will
'h:u-e to try it out, and see how it will
work.”

Knocks Out Imported Cars. |

Local automobile, dealers, though not
| affected to a great extent, will also feel |
| the pinch of the new restrictions.

“We will simply have to put up with
it,”” declared a local dealer today. ‘“‘How-
ever, most of the cars sold in London
are ‘home-grown,” and will not be af-
I!ectod. Some af the lower-priced im-
{Yorted cars will also continue to come
Un, as the order only -affects those
{ valued at $1,200 and upwards, f. o. b.,
at the place of manufacture.”

““They are simply trying to kill the
automobile game here,” was the way
| one dealer who sells imported cars ex- |
| pressed himself. “It hits all the im-
| ported cars-of the better class.”

‘It looks like political manoeuvering
| to shoulder out the imported cars, and |
| make a clear fleld for the products of
| certain firms here. It looks as if cer- |
| tain large concerns were able to ob- |
| tain just what they want from the
| Government,” he added.

Surprised at Denuhciation of
Board. '

SCHOOLS TO BE CHANGED

Increasing Attendance Forces
Alteration of Districts,
Says Inspector.

The protest of the National Counecil
of Women against what it termed ‘‘dif-
ferentiation In favor of male teachers
as against female teachers in the mat-
ter of salary increases” was read to
the board of education Tuesday. The
communication said that the action of
the hgard ‘‘did not seefh exactly typical
of the species of British fair play, more
especially when the increase in the cost
of living is taken into consideration.”
The communication alleged that sex
lines were drawn in the increases, the
male teachers getting increases and the
request of the<female teachers being
vetoed.

Trustee J. 8. Barnard said the com-
munication was a bolt from the blue.
The board had never been so accused
before. The old members had never
been found gullty, so if there was any
responsibility he thought it must rest
with the new members, Messrs. Gray
and Smith. However, he thought that
the women would be willing to withdraw
their resolution if they were made
acquainted with the facts, and he sug-
gested that means to this end be taken.

New Science Chlef. :

H. H. Green, Brantford, has been
named head of the science department
of the new Technical School at a sal-
ary of $2,000.

W. G. McNeill, Orillia will join the
Collegiate staff and teach English and
history.

Trustee James Gray objected to a re-
port rejecting an application for the
use of Lorne Avenue School grounds
made by Rev. G. Q. Warner. He thought
that the boys should be allowed full use
of the grounds under proper supervision.
W. N. Manning and J. S. Barnard
agreed. Trustees Shoebotham said that
in dealing with the matter the interests
of the people residing near the schools
should be considered.

Changes In Schools.

The feature of the report of Inspector
C. B. Edwards, who was on hand after |
an extended illness, wa8 a recommenda- |
tion that the Egerton Street School
(cottages) be closed and the pupils
transferred to the Quebec Street School.
He said that the Boyle and Lorne
schools are full, and any increase in
population of the Boyle district can
only be accommodated by using the
Quebec School.

Inspector Edwards. reported a total |
enrollment of 7,965 for May, an aver- |
age attendance of 7,152. This is an In-
crease of 155 in enrollment and an in-
crease of 204 in the average attendance.

During the month the nurses made
3,059 inspections, gave 11 treatments,
found 79 pupils with defective breath-
ing, 11 with defective hearing, 26 with ‘
defective vision, exclusions 40, visits to |
schools 121, visits to homes 130.

The dental inspector reported 181
operations.

The school enrollment report gave the
total of Aberdeen as 641, average per
room 47, and Simcoe Street as 553, 46
per room. As there are rooms in these
schools with more than 48 pupils in a
room, Mr. Edwards recommended that
pupils ‘be transferred 'to Alexandra
School when the pupils in two rooms
there are transferred to the Technical
School.
¢ Manual training and household science
pupils total 857 boys and 948 girls. The
average attendance is 780 boys and 847

irls.
