City Auditor, Sterling, in his annual
report, advises an improved system of
tax oollection, saying:

“Under. the changing conditions of
the city in its rapid growth. it appears
highly desirable that the matter of the
early closing of the rolls should re-
ceive prompt consideration. At the pre.-
gent moment, the rolls for 1910 will -be
in. the collectors’ hands immediately,
whilst several of those for 1907 are not
vet closed.

“I beg to recommend that regula-
tions be adopted under which collec-
tors should. under no circumstances,
have more than two rolls in their pos-
gesgion at once.

"Another point in connection with
this matter I desire to emphasize. viz -
the method under which the income tax
is collected.
