- WADE NSPEGTION GENERAL! -

Present Methods of Guardlng Against
Contagious Disease Only i
Not Sufficient.

At the Canadian Institute .on Saturday
evening, Dr. Charles Hedgetts, secrctary
of the proyif¢ial board of heaith, dealt in
an ‘able manner with the subject’ of “The
Medical - Inspection  of = School Children.”
Dr. Hodgetts believes that all branclies of
medical Inspection should be adopted ra-
ther than that simply: of the eyes or other
parts of the child’s makeup should be ex-
amined, as is too often the case. The ques-
tion of general inspection had been here-
tofore burked by the confuston that would
be caused by wmany spectalists coming In
expecting concessions from the school
boards, who, like the ratepayers, have
seen the financial difficulties. Thus a dis-
erimination had been made with regard to
coutagious diseases. In the schools under
the present act all children were consider-
ed equal physically, with the exceptioh of
those with countagious - diseases, blind or
damb, and are- compelled by it. to attend.

With the exception of contagious discayes,

little provision had been madé for the pre
servation of the faculties. Comparing the
methods, mniore eor iess thoro. adopted in
cities of America and Europe, with those
of Toronto, Dr. Hodgetts pointed out that
in this city the pupils appearing ill are
and -if showing symptoms of
contagious diseases the medical he:ilth of-
ficer is ealled in. An indication of the ex-
tent of the work was shown by the fol-
lowing statigties: In 1899 the teachers re-
of whom 148 per cent.

Ta
the former it may seem ‘ynnecessary,-as it
is not apparent to him when a ehild de-
velops certain symiptoms. A campaign of
education among parents was thus neces-
sary. They might also object to the cost,
which objection should Le met by showing
thein the saving mmle by the pxe\onﬂon
of disease.

The teacher sees 'hig duties increased,
and finds it necessary to devote a portion
of his own stidies to. the subject of hy-
glene. Bat, on_ the other hand. his posi-
tlon is strengthened, and often comes:. to
conclusions and adopts rules which, nnder
the system of medical jnspection is not the
case.  The rural localities afforded poor
op portunities, but a revision of ‘the present
laws could materially hetter that.

Among the benefits derived from a gene-
ral inspection would be the prevention of
disease owing to inspections by medic¢ qally
trained persons, The work could be fitted
to the pupils’ capabilities.

FOR PEASANT REFORM.

President Witte l"lnl-he- Big Task
-nd Makes Recommendations.

t. Petershurg, Dec 18.—M. Wltte,
president, of the ministerial council, to
whom as chairman of speeial commit-
tee appeinted in 1902 to -investigate
the “question of the bettéfment of the
conditiong’ of rural enterprises, genéral
revision peasant laws, was confided
the task of sifting the enormous.mass
of evidence collected, including the opin-

jons of 11,000 of the best qualified pea- 4

gant landlords, merchants and manu- |
facturers, which filled several thousand
volumes, has completed the glgantm'
task,

In all points, M. Witte’s recommenda. |
tions aim for completion of the Emanci-
pation Act of 1861, by ending the treat-
ment of peasants as a class apart, give |
ing them a method of enabling to free
themselves forever from the soil and
placing themselves on an equality with !
all other classes of population and re-|
moving the restrictions upon initiative
enterprise which have heretofore crush-
ed out all ambition. In order to ac-
complish this he proposes to abolish;
practically the whole system of laws
applicable to_ peasants alone. At the
same time the backward condition of |
the vast majority of the peasants, and |
the fact that, if placed on a complete |
equality in the matter of thé holding
and disposition of property they would
soon become the prey of the shrewder.
among them, as well as of merchants |
who wounld like to possess their lands
and keep the min a state of perpetunl
debt, is fully recognized,

M. Witte, therefore, recommends the
rreservation of certain laws designed
solely for the peasants’ protection, such
as the inalienability of communal laws
and institutions. For the management
of one and for the freedom of the other
from deht, special laws will ‘be recom-

nded, supplemented by methods |
whereby peasants may leave their com- |
munes under certain safeguards,. con-!
ditions, or delimit lands for individual
ownership. There is also in contemp]a- i
tion the organization of a system of|
Iand credit and a scheme for the settle-|
ment of state. lands by peasants who
want larger opportunities.
