some time ago. The total length of the
lijes in Canada, which he intends te build, |
Mr, Hill said, would be about 1300 miles. |
He was reminded that it had been Teported |
that the lines which he proposed building
would amount, all told, to 3000 miles !

“I do not know where I would put the]
3000 miles,”” Mr. Hill replied. {

“Some accounts had it that you proposed
continuing the lines from tbe Pacific straight
through to the Atlantic.”

“That is not g0,”” he said. ‘‘There is real-!
ly, nothing mew in the work which we are
doing in Canada. For the last two years we !

TO YOUNG MEN

(Montreal - Witnesss.)

“T hope that there lives no young Cam-
adian today who is liable to forget that
there is a Power about and above him,
and if you realize this, never forget to be
guided by such'knowledze for in this life
of bitter strife we need a guiding epirit.”

Th's was the advice given to the mem-
berns of the Camadian Club by the Hon.
George B..Foster, M. P., in a speech de-
livered at the weekly luncheon, held re-
cently at the St, Lawrence Hall.

“Healthy manhood,” continued Mr.
Foster, “4s a necessity to a country like
Canada, for in strong and manly men does
a mation become great ani glorious. Then,
again, what about honmesty? Ah, well, my
young friends, that-is the keynote of your
success or failure. Today, when one reads
always cvery hour of this or that indis
vidual going wrong, of this or that business
corporation going wrong, and, will, T say,
politios possibly going wrong, is it not
time!that the youth of this Dominion were
taught to perceive their surroundings. You
might think from all this that the world
is becoming bad, and that ail these were
worse than in any other ages, but I bg~
lieve that such is not the case. To me it
all seems to be an evidence of the inner
heart amd conscience of the public becom-
ing better, and aswsuch they determine on
better methods as principles to be fol-
lowed in the future. :

“We are all reformers in a Wway, and
this should mever be' lost sight of, and
let us keep in mind the old saying tha,t,
“Rternal vigilance is the price of liberty
Anglo-Saxons have always fought for what
is right, but after the ardor of the con-
quest has passed away, the question of
indifference crops in and then suddenly
the old reformers wake up to find t}.xat
the eremies of dishonesty and corruption
have captured the citidel.. Then I say
that eternal vigilance is the price you
must pay for your liberty.

“The tendency of the.present day,”

Foster, “is to crowd into
our cities, but to my mind the lesson of
old should be taught, and that is “back
to the land.” In this way you must get
back t6 honor and honesty throqgh thg
old principles. - Integrity, I say, in poli-
tics, municipal and business life, is about
due, and we must go back to the quiet
of our own home and there realize, as

continued Mr.

M eaid befere, that there is a Supreme

Power above and outside of us, and this,
my friends, should aid us to develop
character.”

“Ag to the resources of Camada, mh
might be said, and I for one predict a
great future for our Dominion. I am o‘f
the opimion that no man has ever yet dis-
covered Camada, for the process of discov-
ery will go on for the next ome hundred
years before we are permitted to draw
off the mantle of mational greatness. I
would ask/every Canadian to be proud of
his country, for its prospects are great and
its future glorious. We can only Hmit
its growth by our own indifference. Do
not permit yourselves to be smothered in
conceit for your country, for in that there
is only empty pride. Now, with all this
heritage how rapidly we can develop our
TDominion and carry out our duties as loy-
al Canadians during the next cemtury.

“Thée yoke of: this country is being fitted
to the shoulders of every Canadian. Will
they be able to- carry the burden? That
is a sober thought. Let me ask you to re-
member that the future grows out of the
past, and unless we pay heed to the past
We ‘cannot be prosperous in the future.
Keep in memory the past struggles of the
pioneers of Canada and do not fail in your
endeavor to follow  their example.”

Mr. Foster, in conclusion, said that a
great deal of the business of the country
was too much of a top growth and he
made an eloquent plea for honest work and
a higher and nobler character, &0 that
Canada +would be recogmized as a 'nation
of strong and honest men. )
